VILLAGE COMMITTEE RULES.

. ‘ I.—GENERAL.

I. The Conimittee shall meet upon such days as the Chairmai shall fix for the
transaction of business. ; ‘

|
2. All general orders issued by the Committee shall be subject:to the approva!
of the Agsistant Government Agent, Mannar. '

3. All notices required to be published under the Village Communities’ Ordi-
nance shall be published by beat of tora-tom for a period of not less than eight
days prior to the date referred to in such notice, and wriften notices may be affixed
in conspicuous places in the villages. :

4. " The Chairman and the Committee of the subdivision shall frame a list for
the subdivision of all works required, distinguishing at their diseretion between—

{a) Those in which the whole subdivision is interested ; and :
{b) Those in which part or parts only of the subdivision are interested—

and this list shall be settled, altered, or amended at their discretiqn ; and the decision
of the Committee, as set forth in such list, shall be final on the question as to whether
the whole subdivision or what part or parts of the subdivision is or are interested.

5. Every male inhabitant of the subdivision between the ages of sixteen and
sixty shall be liable to contribute towards communal works.

6. The Committee of the subdivision shall decide the nature and extent of the
work to be performed under the preceding rules, the titne when such work shall be

performed, and the number of days’ labour that each person liable to contribute shall
contribute towards it.

'

7. If any person is unwilling to work, he can commute his labotir by payment of
50 cents for each day.

8. Priests of all religions, immigrant coolies from India, beggars, and persons
unable to work residing within the subdivision shall be exempted from performing
work under these rules, as shall also those exempted from payment of road tax,
provided that this latter exemption shall not apply to youths between the ages of
16 and 18 and adults between the ages of 55 and 60.

7
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9. Every person liable to contribute labour under these rules for any of the
purposes mentioned herein shall contribute such labour, or pay its commuted value
when duly noticed by the headman of his village to do so.

ITI.—CoyMUNAL WORKS.

10. Should the Committee decide on the necessity for any public well, market,
village tribunal, court-house, watering-place, kalai, or burial ground, it shall be
constructed by the joint labour of all the male inhabitants of the village between
the ages of 16 and 60. The Assistant Government Agent, Manhar, shall however
be competent to cause such works to be executed froni the balance of fine money, if
any be available. o

il. 1f the Committee shall decide on the establishment of a school on application
made by not less than twenty-five parents or guardians of male or female children,
the school house shall be built and repaired at the expense of the villagers residing
within a radius of thrce mi es from the site of the school house.

12. Al children between the ages of 7 and 13, or in the case of Moor boys
attending a Koran school between the ages of 9 and 13, living within a radius of
thre» miles of such schoolg as those referred toinrule 11 shall be sent to such schools
by their parents or guardians. :

13.  All wells, turavus, &c., shall besmrounded by a fence or wall at least three
feet in height to be erected by the owners, or if for public use, by such persons as
the Committee shall decide. All abandoned wells, &c., shall be filled up by or at the
cost of the owners. The ground surrounding the wells shall be kept clean and free
of water by filling up and sloping with earth. The sweeps of public wells shall be
kept in repair by the village, of private wells by the owners.

14. All adult male inhdbitants of a village and all proprietors, whether male or
. female, of fields in the village shall keep the paths leading from their village to the
neighbouring villages clear of obstruction, bushes, &e., to a width of not less than
six feet, half way between their village and their neighbouring villages.
° '
IIL.—C OLTIVATION.

15. Each proprietor shall erect a proper watch hut in his share of a field, and
shall watch his share until all the paddy in the field is reaped. .

16. Each proprietor shall assist in fencing the field in proportion to his share in
the field ; the fence shall be made sufficiently strong to keep out cattle, and all
cultivators shall put up their fences before beginning to cultivate ; and each pro-
prietor shall see that his portion of the fence is kept in proper order throughout the
kalapokam season until the crop is finally reaped, whether he cultivates his share or
not, unless his share be cultivated by some other proprietor. ’

© 17.  All the shareholders of each threshing-floor shall put up a strong stake fence
round it and keep. up the fence till all the paddy is threshed. Each proprietor shall
watch the threshing-floor, though his own paddy shall have been threshed, for at
least fourteen days after his paddy has been threshed.

18. If a proprietor absent himself at the sowing season, or neglect to cultivate

his share, it may be cultivated by the other proprietors or by one of them, as the
majority may decide, free of rent for that-season, and all the duties required of the

owner, except annual tank labour, must be performed by the person cultivating for.

that season. In the event of the share of an absentee not being cultivated by the
other shareholders, the proprietor himself shall perform all the duties required of a
proprietor, whether he cultivates the land or not. -

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24. Proprietors of buffaloes, black cattle, goats, and sheep shall not suffer their
cattle, goats, or sheep to trespass on the cultivation of any neighbouring village,
nor shall they fold their cattle or drive them to pasture near the cultivation of or
within the limits of any neighbouring village.

25. All persons licensed by the Government Agent to pasture cattle from Jaffna
and other places near cultivated fields shall be subject to these rules, and liable to
the same penalties as the cultivators for breach of them. -

26. No cattle shall be removed from any village in the subdivision where there’
is cattle disease to or through any other village of the subdivision.

27. Every proprietor or herdsman in the subdivision shall be bound to separate
every sick head of cattle belonging to him from the common herd and put it in a
secluded place to be determined by the headman, and to disinfect such place by fire
or otherwise as the Committee may direct. In case of any head of cattle dying a
natural death or by sickness the proprietor or herdsman shall bury or completely
burn the carcass without loss of time, and should the proprietor or herdsman be
absent from the village at the time such head of cattle died, the headman shall
forthwith proceed to bury or completely burn the carcass at the expense of the
proprietor. If the proprietor is not known, the expense shall be met from the
Communal Funds.

28. Every proprietor of cattle or herdsman who has & case of murrain or other
contagious cattle disease amongst his cattle shall report the same to the headman
without delay, and such headman shall see to the due observance of the rules and
shall report the same to the Committee.

29. Bulls intended to be reserved for breeding purposes shall be submitted for
the approval of the Committee, and if approved, a certificate of approval shall be
given by the Chairman to the owner. It is to be understood that only the best and
finest animal will be approved. '

30. All male black cattle, not ioeing certified bulls, shall be properly castrated
within the period to be determined by the Committee, and it shall be competent for
the Chairman to order the immediate performance of the operation.

31. Castration shall be performed by persons having a certificate from the Govén-
ment Agent as competent to perform the operation, but this is not to interfere with
the right of owners to castrate their own cattle.

V.—~INDIVIDUAL.

32. No person shall do any injury to, or permit to be fouled with rubbish, &c.,
waste or other land set apart for the common pasturage of cattle or for any other
common purposes.

33. All householders shall keep their houses clean and their compounds clear of
weeds and rubbish. Fences must be kept down to a man’s height.

34. Boundaries of all private lands within the subdivision shall be marked by
fences, ditches, or by burying stones according to the custom of the subdivision.
Such boundaries shall be put up at the joint expense of the owners of both sides
thereof. .

35. No person shall alter, deface, or wilfully injure any such boundary.’

36. No person shall foul & well, spring, or tank of water used for drinking
purposes. '

37. No person affected with a contagious disease shall bathe at.a public well orr
ferry or tank. '

38. The proprietors of paddy lands shall see that all the public paths leading
through the paddy lands in the subdivision are not less than three feet in breadth.
No person shall cut such path with intent of narrowing or defacing it.

39. No person shall deface a village path that has been in existence for ten years,
or cause any damage to such a path. .

40. No person shall use indecenst or abusive language likely to cause annoyance ‘
to the neighbours or provoke a breach of the peace.

41. Ttshall not be lawful for any one to engage in gambling or cock fighting, or
‘allow other persons to do so in his house or premises.

42. . No person shall commit & nuisance on any path or public place. !

43. Dead bodies shall not be buried or burnt, except in the usual places or in such
places as may hereafter be assigned for.the purpose. It shall be the duty of the
village headman to keep the Committee informed of.such places of burying or
burning, and the Committee shall issue directions for the due fencing and clearin
of such grounds. g

)

THE weekly return ‘of births and deaths in the Colombo town for the week ended Ma,rch 30, 1907,\13
subjoined (A). ’ . N

. Births.—The total births were 75. The birth-rate per 1,000 was 22'1,"‘ as against 286 in the ‘
preceding week and 250 in the corresponding week of last year.

Deaths.—The total deaths were 115, The death-rate per 1,000 was 33+9,* as against 31-0 in the
previous week and 35- 8 in the corresponding week of last year. ‘

Causes of death.—No person died from cholera, smallpox, or measles; 12 died from diarrheea and
dysentery ; 35 from phthisis, bronchitis, and pneumonia; 9 from different kinds of fever; and 12 from
infantile convulsions.

Infantile deaths.—Of the 115 total deaths, 27 were of infants under 1 year of age, as aga.mst 19 in
the corresponding week of the previous year.
