THE weekly return of births and deaths "In the Colombo town for the week ended April 20, 1907, 
is subjoined (A).
Births.—The total births were 66. The birth-rate per 1,000 per annum was 19 5,* as against 

20'l in the preceding week and 25-0 in the corresponding week of last year.
Deaths.—The total deaths were 109. The death-rate per 1,000 per annum was 32'2,* as against 

28'9 in the previous week and 33'1 in the corresponding week of last year.
Causes of death.— No person died from cholera, smallpox, or measles ; 15 died from diarrhoea and 

dysentery ; 13 from phthisis ; 14 from bronohitis and pneumonia; 9 from different kinds of fever; and 
8 from infantile convulsions.

Infantile deaths.—Oi the 109 total deaths, 24 were of infants under 1 year of age, as against 15 in 
the corresponding week of the previous year.
