Description of the Land referred to. Special Officer.

The land commonly called or known as Paragahahenyaya, situate in  the village of Ampanagala in  the Morawak korale 
of the H atara  District, in  the Southern Province, containing in  extent 149 acres and 3 roods, shown as lo t l.in  sheet 0 3J 15,f« 
and P.P. No. 38, and in  the annexed certified tracing therefrom, and bounded as follow s: on the north by th e  village lim it 
of Siyambalagoda (Katfcukolaknmbura belonging to  Don Andris Abegunawardana and others), the village lim it of Pana- 
kaduwa, the Siyambaradeniyardola; on th e  east by the TJrubokke-ganga; on the south by Kattadigedarakumbura belonging 
to Don Andris Abegunawardana and others, K attadigedaraw attnyaya belonging to  ditto, the Urubokke-ganga; on the west 
by the Diyananadola.
