"■The land commonly called or known as Hiuguruattearehetiyaya, situate in the village o f Kumbukmulla in the 
Giruwa pattuwa west of the Hambantota District, in the Southern Provinoe, containing in extent 54 acres 2 roods and 34 
perohes, shown as lot 9,221 in preliminary plan 8,754, and in the annexed certified tracing therefrom, and bounded as follows : 
on the north by the road from Wiraketiya to TJdayala, Pnttiyabena claimed by the heirs of Don Davit Gnnawardana and 
others, Dangahakoratuwa claimed by Don Samuel Ekanayaka; on the east by Hinbunhekoratuwa alias Kanattewatta claimed 
by J. D. S. M. Ilissanayaka, Godakadurttgahahena belonging to Crown ; on the south by Masmorugabahena belonging to 
Crown, Galpitawerahena belonging to Crown, Ketangahabena belonging to Crown ; On the west "by a portion of Hinguru- 
attearehenyaya belonging to Crown, Kongahawewa belonging to Crown, Kongahamulana claimed by the heirs of Don Davit 
Gunawardana and others.
