importation of Horses, Asses, and Mules into Great Britain.

The Board of Agriculture and Fisheries desire to ¢all the attention of all concerned to the following
provision contained in Article 2 of the Glanders or Farcy Order of 1907, which comes into force on
January 1, 1908 :—

No horse, ass, or mule brought to Great Britain from any other country, except Ireland, the
“Channel Islands, or the Isle of Man, shall be landed in Great Britain, unless it is accompanied by a certificate
of a veterinary surgeor to the effect that he examined the animal immediately before it was embarked or
whilst it was on board the vessel, as the case may be, and that he found that the animal did not show
symptoms of glanders or farcy. :

The Order further enacts that if any horse, ass, or mule is landed in contravention of the Order, the
owner thereof, and the owner and the lessee and the occupier of the place of landing where such animal
is landed, and also the owner and the charterer and the master of the vessel from which the same is
landed, shall, each according to and in respect of his own acts and defaults, be deemed guilty of an offence
against the Act of 1894, and renders himself liable to a penalty of £20.

THE following rules and orders made by thn Governor, with the advice of the Executive Council, under

Ordinance No. 13 of 1896, entitled “ An Ordinance relating to Pilgrimages,” for the conduet of the
Kataragama pilgrimage and festival, where special precautions have been and are necessary, are published
for general information in lieu of the rules promulgated annually for several years.

RULES.

1. For sanitary reasons the duration of the Kataragama festival and of the stay
of pilgrims at Kateragama shall be and it is hereby hmited to two days, namely,
November 19 and 20, 1907, inclusive. Pilgrims arriving before the day first named
or staying beyond the day prescribed shall be guilty of an offence.

2. It shall be lawful for the Police authorities or any Police Magistrate at any
place on the line of march to prohibit from proceeding all persons who by reason
of disease, infirmity, weakness, advanced aze, youth, want of supplies, or other
sufficient cause are considered unfit to undertake the journey, or who appear likely
to fall ill and endanger the health of others; and to require such persons to find
security to ensure their obedience to the orders so given. In default of such
security being found it shall be lawful for the said Police authorities or Police
Magstrate to detain such persons in custody for a period not exceeding three days.

3. 1In the event of an epidemic breaking out at Kataragama during the festival, it -
shall be lawful for the officers appointed to enforce the observance of orders to declare
the festival at an end, and to direct pilgrims at once to leave the village and proceed
to their homes, and to prescribe the roads they have to travel. .

4. The officers appointed to enforee the observance of orders shall have power on
the line of march to and from Kat{aragama and at Kateragama—

. (a) To appoint particular places to be exclusively used by the pilgrims for
wfgshing and bathing, for drawing water and drinking, and for natural
offices ;

(b) To appoint places for the occupation of each class of pilgrims ;

(c) To presoribe routes for the journey of any body of pilgrims ;

(d) To regulate the distribution of all food given to pilgrims ;

(e) To fix separate places of abode for pilgrims who fall ill, to prohibit com-
munication with them, and to detain them if unfit to travel.

Any person disobeying an order given by the appoin'ted officers shall be guilty of an
offence.

6. The Police are empowered and required to seize and destroy all food con-
demned as unwholesome on the march or in camp by the Medical Officer, or, if there
be none, by the Chief Officer of Police ; and any person resisting or obstructing the

Police in the discharge of this or of any other duty preseribed by these rules shall
be deemed guilty of an offence.

6. Any pilgrim tethering or keeping cattle in any place other than that assigned
by the Police shall be deemed guilty of an offence.

7. Any person selling meat in cemp in any other place than that assigned for the
purpose by the officer in charge of the camp, and any other person selling food

condemned as unwholesome by the Medical Officer, or In his absence by the Chief
Officer of Police, shall be deemed guilty of an offence.

8. Any pilgrim who shall during the occupation of the camp use any other place
for offices of nature than that provided for the purpose by Government, or failing to
cover the deposit with earth or sand, and any person who shall during the same

period bathe in or enter the river above the spot appointed by the officer in charge
of the camp, shall be deemed guilty of an offence.

9. Any person suffering from an infectious or a contagious disease, and not

reporting the same to the Medical Officer, or in his obsence to the Chief Officer of
olice, and any person abettin

> g or assisting in the concealment of such disease, shall
be deemed grilty of an offence. : ) '
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10. All pilgr'ms shall take up the quarters assigned to them by the Chief Officer of
Police at the halting places and in the camp, and any pilgrim declining or neglecting
to do so shall be deemed guilty of an offence.

11. Thenumber of pilgrims for the pilgrimage of the year 1907 isrestricted to 50,
viz., 15 pilgrims for the Colombo band, 5 for the Kandy band, 5 for the Galle band,
5 for the Kurunegala band, 5 for the Batticaloa band, 10 for the Jaffna band, and §
for the Badulla band. .

12. No person shall proceed on the pilgrimage in the year 1907 without having
first obtained a ticket from the Government Agent of the Western Province for the °
Colombo band, or from the Government Agent for the Central Province for the Kandy
band, or from the Government Agent of the Southern Province for the Galle band,
or from the Government Agent of the North-Western Province for the Kurunegala
band, or from the Government Agent of the Eastern Province for the Batticaloa
band, or from the Government Agent of the Northern Province for the Jaffna band,
or from the Government Agent of the Province of Uva for the Badulla band.

13. Every person proceeding on the pilgrimage shall show his ticket when
required to do so by any officer of Police, or by any officer appointed to enforce the
observance of orders under the Ordinance aforesaid. -

14. The transfer of a ticket by the person named in it and the use of it by any
other person are forbidden.

Sir,—I BAVE the honour to inform you that I have recently had under consideration certain cases
in which there has been some ground for criticism as to the manner in which charges against Colonial
Officials have been investigated under Rules 84 to 87 of the Colonial Regulations. These rules and the
other regulations affecting the suspension and dismissal of officers are intended to secure that officers
of the Colonial Governments shall not be dismissed or otherwise heavily punished without the fullest and
fairest inquiry ; and I have no doubt that this intention has been present in the minds of all upon whom
the duty of investigation has been laid. But defects in procedure have occasionally occurred which have
had the effect of prejudicing to some extent the case against an accused officer, and which appear to be
due to the fact that the responsibility for such inquiries is distributed over a number of Executive Council-

lors, and that no jone person accustomed to judicial proceedings is definitely charged with the duty of
ensuring that each investigation is conducted in the proper manner.

2. I do not think that it would be reasonable to expect the Governor to be practically, as he is
technically, responsible for the conduct of these proceedings, and I have accordingly decided that the
primary responsibility shall in future rest on the Attorney-General. When charges are brought against
an officer, a Committee of the Executive Council will be appointed, consisting of three members, namely,
the Attorney-General as Chairman, and two other members, of whom the Head of the Department to which -
the accused officer belongs (if an Executive Councillor) should be one. The duty of this Committee;
and particularly of the Attorney-General, will be to examine the witnesses, to investigate t;he.charges.
made, and to make a full report to the Executive Council. The Council will not itself hear witnesses,

except under special circumstances, but will refer any point which appears to them to require further
report back to the Committee, with a view to additional evidence being taken if necessary. The Council
will then decide on their report. ,

3. The report of the Committee and the evidence taken by it will be sent to the Secretary of State
with the proceedings of the Council. = # & 7 § Py

%™ 4. As this alteration in the procedure which has hitherto been adopted necessitates numerous
alterations in the Colonial Regulations, I have taken the opportunity of adopting the revised form of-the-
Rules relating to suspension and dismissal which has been prepared by the Committee who are now engaged
in revision of the Regulations generally ; and I have to request you to substitute the enclosed Rules No. 81
to 96 for those previously in force. You will observe that, although a re-arrangement has been made
with the object of securing greater clearness, the substantial alterations, apart from those to which
reference has already been made, are slight, with the exception of the new Rules 83a and 96, which have
been drafted to meet certain recent cases in which it appeared desirable to remove an officer on grounds
of general inefficiency due rather to mental incapacity than to causes within the officer’s own control.
Such cases could not be dealt with under the Rules previously existing, as these Rules required the framing
of specific charges and also involved the accused officer, if retired as a result of the inquiry, in complete
loss of pension.

5. I trust that the Rules in their present form will secure the most scrupulous fairness to all

accused officers, and preserve the purity and efficiency of the Public Service without laying an undue
burden on those who are charged with its direction-and control.

) §II. SuspENSION AND Diswissal From OFFICE.
81.

Holders of patent offices may be removed from such offices by the Governor and Council under the
second section of the Act 22, Geo. 3, ¢. 75; but care must be taken that the officer is heard after being apprised of
?,he charge against him, and it iz convenient that the course prescribed in case of suspension should be pursued
In any proceedings for removal. Ageinst any such removal an appeal lies to His Majesty in Council, which
should be prosecuted like any other appeal.

82. Every other public officer holds office subject to the pleasure of the Crown, and the pleasure of the
Crown that he should no longer hold it may be signified through the Secretary of State, in which case no special
formalities are required.

83. An officer who has not been appointed by virtue of a warrant from the Crown, and whose pension-
able emoluments do not exceed £100 a year, may be dismissed by the Governor, provided that in every such

case the grounds of intended dismissal are definitely stated in writing, and communicated to the officer in order
that he may have full opportunity of exculpatin,

\ ; g himself, and that the matter is investigated by the Governor-
with the aid of the Head of the Department. C »
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Inlieu of dismissal the Governor may remove the officer to an office of lower rank in the service, or may
require him to serve in his original office at a reduced salary, either permanently or for a stated period, or may
deduet a portion of salary, due, or about to become due, to the officer. Such dismissal or other punishment
will not require the confirmation of the Secretary of State, but any memorial from the dismissed officer must
be forwarded to the Secretary of State without delay, with a short statement of the grounds of dismissal or
other punishment. : . :

83a. Notwithstanding the above provisions, if the Governor considers that any such officer should be
removed on grounds of general ineffciency, he must call for a full report from the Heads of the Departments in
which the officer has served ; and, if satisfied after eonsidering that report that it is necessary in the interests
of the public service, he may remove the officer. In every such casé the question of pension will be dealt with
under the laws or regulations of the Colony.

84. In the case of any other officer the Governor may suspend him from the exercise of his office and
from the enjoyment of his salary, in which case the following rules must be strictly observed, unless the mode
of suspension is otherwise provided for by local law. .

85. The Governor shall signify to the officer, by a statement in writing, the grounds of the intended
suspension, and shall call upon him to state in writing before a day to be specified (which day must allow a
reasonable interval for the purpose) any grounds upon which he relies to exculpate himself. .

86. If the officer does not furnish such statement within the time fixed by the Governor, or if he fails
to exculpate himself to the satisfaction of the Governor, the Governor shall cause the officer to be informed
that the question of his suspension will be brought before the Executive Council, and that on a specified day
he will be allowed, and, if the Council so determine, required to appear before a Committee of the Council and
defend himself orally. )

86a. For the purpose of the inquiry the Governor will appoint a Committee consisting of the Attorney-
General as Chairman and two other members of the Executive Council. If the Head of the Officer’s Department
is a member of the Council, he will be one of the members of the Committee. .

87. If witnesses are examined by the Committee, the officer must be allowed the opportunity of being
present and of putting questions on his own behalf. The officer must also be given a copy of any documentary
evidence that is to be used against him, and that has not been already furnished to him.

87a. The Council will not itself hear witnesses unless under special circumstances and at its own
discretion ; but if upon considering the report of the Committee the Governor in Council should consider that
the inquiry ought to be amplified in any respect, he may refer any point back to the Committee for further
evidence if necessary and then decide upon their report.

88. Ifin the course of the inquiry further grounds of suspension are diselosed, the Governor, if he thinks
fit to proceed upon such grounds, shall furnish the officer with a written statement thereof and shall take the
same steps as are above prescribed in respect of the original grounds of suspension.

89. Ifin any case the Governor considers that the interests of the Public Se.vice require that an officer
should cease to exercise the powers and functions of his office instantly, or before the prodeedings above prescribed
can be completed, he may at once interdiot the officer from the exercise of the powers and functions of his office.
Until proceedings have been taken for the suspension of an interdicted officer he shall in all cages be allowed to
receive such proportion of the salary of his office, not being less than one-half, as the Governor shall think fit ;
but no such officer may be formally suspended from his office or deprived of his whole salary, except upon such
formal proceedings as are above prescribed, which must in all cases be taken with as little delay as possible.
If such proceedings do not result in the suspension or other punishment of the officer, he will be entitled to the
full amount of salary which he would have received if he had not been interdicted.

90. If upon considering the report of the Committee the Governor in Counecil is of opinion that the
officer deserves punishment, but not the full penalty of suspension, he may remove the officer to an office of
lower rank in the service or may require him to serve in his original office at a reduced salary, either permanently
or for a stated period, or may deduct a portion of salary due or about to become due to the officer. The Gover-
nor in Council may, if necessary, refer any point back to the Committee for further inquiry or evidence.

91. If the officer is suspended or otherwise punished as above mentioned, the Governor shall, without
loss of time, report the matter to the Secretary of State for approval and confirmation, transmitting the minutes
of Council, the report of the Committee, the written statements, and all material documents relating to the
case. If the officer is suspended, the Governor shall at the same time transmit the usual return required in the
case of a vacancy.

92. If the suspension is not confirmed by the Secretary of State, and no other punishment is awarded,
the officer will be entitled to the full amount of salary which he would have received if he had not been interdicted
or suspended, even though the officer discharging the functions of the office in the meantime has been allowed
to receive some portion of the salary of the office.

92a. If the officer is suspended, the Secretary of étate, instead of confirming the suspension, may
direct the Governor to subject the officer to one of the lesser punishments above mentioned ; or if, in.lieu of
suspension, the officer has been so punished by the Governor, the Secretary of State may direct the Governor
to reduce or to increase the punishment already awarded.

93. If the suspension is confirmed by the Secrstary of State, the Governor shall forthwith ocause the
officer to be so informed and thereupon his office shall become vacant, ' :

) 94, If the suspgn_sion is confirmed by the Secretary of State, all salary will cease from the day of suspen-
sion.  Pending the deoision of the Secretary of State, the Governor, with the adviee of the Executive Couneil,
may grant an alimentary allowance to an officer who has Levn suspended, and who appears urgently to need
such assistance.

98, Notwithstanding the above provisions, if the Governor considers that an officer whose pensionable
emoluments exceed £100 & year should be removed on grounds of general inefficiency which cannot properly
be dealt with by specific charges under the foregoing rules, he must submit a full report upon the case to the
Secretary of State, forwardmg statements from the Heads of the Depa,rbments in which the officer has served ;
and if the Seqretary of State issatisfied that the officer’s removal is necessary in the interests of the Public Service,

it will be carried into effect by an intimation to the Governor that it is the pleasure of the Crown that the officer
should no longer hold his office. In every such case the questlon of 'pension will be deslt with under the

THE weekly return of births and deaths in the Colombo town for the week ended October 12, 1907,
is subjoined (A).

Births,—The total births were 97. The blrth-rate per 1 000 per annum was 28 6,* as against
260 in the preceding week and 253 in the corresponding week of last year.

Deaihs.—The total deaths were 110. The death-rate per 1,000 per anoum was 361 1‘ as against
27°3 in the previous week and 34" 6 in the corresponding week of last year.

Causes of death.—No person died from cholera, smallpox, or measles; 10 died from dlarrhcea. and

“dysentery ; 12 from phthisis ; 20 from bronchms and pneumonia ; 3 from different kinds of fever;

and 11 from infantile convalsions
Infcmtzle deaths.~—Of the 110 total deaths, 28 were of infants under 1 year of age, as against 18 in
