5. Every inhabitant within the said villages becoming possessed of any dog or 
dogs after the furnishing of the list referred to in by-law 3 shall furnish the officer 
appointed by the Assistant Government Agent mentioned in the said by-law with 
an additional UBt of such dog or dogs within one month after acquiring the same, 
and the owner of suohdog or dogs shall'become liable to the registration fee for the 
current year within fifteen days after the list required by this by-law becomes due.

6. It shall be lawful for the officer appointed by the Assistant Government Agent 
to require the production of any dog for which registration is applied for, and to 
decline to issue a certificate of registration until it is produced.
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7. It slmll be lawful for the Assistant Government Agent to refuse to issue a 
certificate of registration or to cancel a certificate already issued for any dog.which 
in his opinion is so maimed or diseased as to be unfit to live, or which is habitually 
ill-treated or continually neglected by its owner.

8. The owner of every dog for which a certificate has been refused or cancelled 
shall, on being noticed to do so, produce the dog at the house of the officer appointed 
by the Assistant Government Agent at a time to be stated in the notice and deliver 
it to the said officer, and every such dog may be destroyed or otherwise disposed ot 
as the Assistant Government Agent shall think fit.

9. It shall be lawful for the officer appointed by the Assistant Government Agent 
to seize all stray dogs and deal with them in terms of sub-sections (1) and (2) of 
section 10 of the Ordinance No. 25 of 1901.

CHAPTER 16.

An Act to facilitate the Admission in Evidence of Statutes passed by the Legislatures 
of British Possessions and Protectorates, including Cyprus.

[August 21, 1907.]

BE it enacted by the K ing’s Most Excellent M ajesty, by and with the advice and 
consent of the Lords Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this present 

Parliament assembled, and by the authority of the same, as follows :
1. (1) Copies of Acts, Ordinances, and Statutes passed (whether before or after

the passing of this Act) by the Legislature of any British Possession, and of orders, 
regulations, and other instruments issued or m ade, whether before or after the passing 
of this A ct, under the authority of any such Act, Ordinance, or Statute, if purporting 
to be printed by the Government Printer, shall be received in evidence by all courts 
of justice in the United Kingdom without any proof being given that the copies were 
so printed.

(2) If any person prints any copy or pretended copy of any such A ct, Ordinance, 
Statute, order, regulation, or instrument which falsely purports to have been printed 
by the Government Printer, or tenders in evidence any such copy or pretended copy 
which falsely purports to have been so printed, knowing that it  was not so printed., 
he shall, on conviction, be liable tobe sentenced to imprisonment, with or without hard 
labour, for a period not exceeding twelve months.

(3) In  this A ct—
The expression “  Government Printer ”  means, as respects any British 

Possession, the printer purporting to be the printer authorized to 
print the Acts, Ordinances, or Statutes of the Legislature of that 
Possession, or otherwise to be the Government Printer of that 
Possession :

The expression “  British Possession” means any part of His M ajesty’s 
dominions, exclusive of the United Kingdom, and, where parts of 
those dominions are under both a central and a local Legislature, 
shall include both all parts under the central Legislature and each 
part under a local Legislature.

COLOMBO WEEKLY HEALTH REPORT.

TH E  weekly return of births and deaths in the Colombo town for the week ended October 19, 1907, 
is subjoined.

Births.— The total births were 91. The birth-rate per 1,000 per annum was 26,8,’" as against 
28‘8 in the preceding week and 26-2 in the corresponding week of last year.

Deaths.— The total deaths were 121. The death-rate per 1,000 per annum was 39-7 ,f  as against 
36T in the previous week and 28 • 6 in the corresponding week of last year. ►

Causes of death.— No person died from cholera, smallpox, or m easles; 16 died from diarrhoea and 
dysentery ; 25 from phthisis ; 16 from bronchitis and pneumonia; 6 from different kinds of fe v e r; 

, and 8 from infantile convulsions

Infantile deaths.— Of the 121 total deaths, 30 were of infants under 1 year of age, as against 21 in 
the corresponding week of the previous year.
