JAM ES alias W E E R A SU R IA  A P P U H A M Y L A G E  JA M E S APPU ; charged with murder at Nuwarawewa 
on May 30, 1906 ; is a Sinhalese o f the Goigama caste ; religion, Buddhist; occupation, surveyor’s cooly ; age, 48 
years ; height, about 5 ft. 6 in.; make, thin ; complexion, dark brown : nose, prom inent; teeth, well set, and the upper 
front two teeth somewhat large ; hair, slightly grey and tied in a knot ; wears moustaches ; beard shaved, and slightly 
grey ; right forearm is tattooed ; general residence, Puliyankulam ; haunts Anuradhapura, Nuwarawewa, and 
Habarana ; is well known to Warnasuriage Appo Sinno o f Nuwarawewa, Gamage Garolis Appu, and Police Constable 
No. 717 Amsa of Anuradhapura.
