Objectives and Corporate Philosephy

Development of a nation’s knowledge is considered a matter of utmost importance in the
development process of a nation. The main objective of the library system of a country is to
create opportunities for the people of that country to systematically and scientifically to acquire
the knowledge they require in their life. With these objectives the Sri Lanka National Library
Services Board was established by Act of Parliament No. 17 of 1970. The functions of the

Board were further expanded by the new Act No 51 of 1998 Currently the Board functions
under this new Act.

Functions of the National Library and Documentation Services Board are carried out under two
main sections, namely, (a) Maintenance of the National Library and Documentation Centre,
and (b) Implementing the library development activities at the national level. The former is the
National Library of Sri Lanka which serves as the mother library for all other libraries of the
country. The national level library development activities include library advisory services,
donating resources, conducting book exhibitions, reading promotion project, grading of
libraries, commemoration of special days in the library field, development of Tsunami affected
libraries, training of librarians and supporting book publishing.

Acquisitions Division

The responsibility of the Acquisitions Diyision is to procure books ar}d other library materials
appropriate for the National Library. Accordingly the following materials were acquired:

e Sri Lankan Publications

e Materials published overseas on Sri Lankan subjects

e Materials authored by Sri Lankans and published abroad

¢ Main reference materials

o Reference materials required for research unobtainable by other Sri
Lankan libraries :

‘o Library and Information Science materials

In addition to the above categories publications of the Asian Development Bank, and,
publications for which ISBN, ISSN and ISMN are allocated are also acquired for the National
collection. As a matter of policy two copies of categories one, two and three are obtained. One
copy each of reference materials is purchased :

Legal Deposit

Under the terms of the Printers and Publishers Ordinance of 1885 as amended in 1976 it is a
Legal requirement that a copy of every Sri Lanka publication should be deposited in the
National Library. The National Archives Department has the responsibility for the
implementation of this law. As such the National Library receives one copy of all books
deposited by the printers and publishers. Under the provisions of the Legal Deposit law 8651
books and other materials and 30,864 Newspapers were obtained by the National Library.

" Purchases

The main source of acquisition of the Nationa! Library is purchases. Any publicatioris which
are not covered by the legal deposit as well s additional copies of legal deposit materials are
purchased for the National Collection. Foreign materials are collected from National
Bibliographies, Book Lists, Periodical Publications, Newspapers and the Internet. During the
year 2006 a sum of Rs 6,151,489.67 was spent on the purchase of 1148 books, 72 naticnal and
mternational periodicals, 30 dissertations, and 164 microfilms. ’

International Book Exchanges

The:, building of exchange relationships with ihe National Libraries and other main libraries of 2
variety gf foreign countries helped the development of the National library via the exchange
publications. In 2006 book exchanges were carried out with 07 overseas libraries.

Donations

Dpnations from individuals and institutions constitute a significant proportion of the National
Library collection. In 2006, 328 books and other publications were received as gifts.

Renewal of Institutional Membership /

National Library and Documentation Centre renewed its membership of the International
Association of School Libraries (IASL), American Library Association (ALA), Australian
Library Association (ALIA), Asian Media Information and Communication Centre (AMIC),
United States Information Service (USIS), International Federation of Library Associations
(IFLA), Royal Asiatic Society, Sri Lanka Branch (RAS), Sri Lanka Library Association
(SLLA), Sri Lanka Association for the Advancement of Science (SLAAS), National Geological
Society (NGS). The cost of these membership renewal was Rs 320,490.00.

Reader Services Division

Facilitating the use of the collections of the National Library is the primary responsibility of the
Reader Services Section. Compared to the previous years, in 2006 the Reader Services section
provided services to an increasing number of readers. The National Library Collections have
been used mainly by readers from higher education insfifiitions and research institutions doing
higher degrees and research and a variety of others with similar needs. The three reading areas
situated on the three floors of the building provide the space for the readers. In addition the
Information Desk continues to assist the readers with their inquiries.

User education and publishing activities

The concept of a National Library has been introduced to Sri Lanka relatively recently. As such
there isn’t a widespread understanding as to the services that the National Library can provide.
To overcome this situation several publicity programs were undertaken by the reader services
section. Producing news releases and publishing items in periodicals, informing other
institutions about the National Library’s collections, and conducting educational talks and tours
of the National library were done by the section during the year.

Reference and Information Services

During this year reference and information services were provided to the readers through the
use of the various collections of the National Library. The most used collections were the ©
Newspaper collection, Periodicals collection, Government Publications collection, and the
Legal deposit collection. During 2006 there. were 540 readers were registered as permanent
readers and 6,147 were given short term registration. 124 readers renewed their membership.

Photocopying Services
Facilities were made available for the general public to obtain photocopies of materials from
the materials from various collections of the National Library. During the year 58,193

photocopies were supplied to 5565 readers.

Information Desk

The information desk provided answers to readers’ queries on a variety of subjects. A total of
831 such queries have been answered via interviews, mail, email, and telephone.



Inter Library Loans Service

The inter library loans service was established in 1990. In 2006 this service was used to supply
loans to 26 institutions in the country.

Internet and Multimedia Services

While the internet service was introduced with the aim of expanding the information service to
the readers and this has been successful to a large extent, it has also introduced the benefits of
using the internet to the readers. In 2006, 156 readers used the internet facility for 141 hrs,
while 31 readers used in CD Roms for 48 hes.

National Library Tours

During this year 35 students of the National Institute of Library and Information Science

(NILIS), 3 officers from Kurunegala Provincial Council, 2 officers from Prison Correctional
Research and Training Center, 2 officers from Devadhaima Nikethan, as well as students of
‘Nittambuwa Cultural Centre and Kelaniya Untversity were given educational tours to inform
them of the resources and services of the National Libracy. In addition a brochure introducing
the National Library was produced for the use of the new readers. o -

National Bibliographic Services

Thelmain. function of the National Bibliographic Centre is the compilation of the Sri Lanka
National Bibliography. The current Nationa! Bibliography, The Retrospective National
Bibliography and preparation of the special bibliographies are all done by this division.

Sri Lanka National Bibliography

Compilation and publication of the Sri Lania National Bibliography is a main responsibility of
the National Library. The National Bivlicgr=phy is an authoritative publication containing the
details of entire literary output of the couniry. The National Library and Documentation
Services Board has been responsibie for rroducing the National Bibliography since 1974, and
prior to this from 1963-1973 it was ihe responsibility of the Department of the National
Archives. During 2006, 12 monthly issues of the Sri Lanka National Bibliography were
published. Between November 2005 and September 2006, 11 issues :of the
Bibliography were also published.

Retrospective National Bibliography

The Retrospective National Bibiiography covers the period from 1737 when printing started in
the country to 1963. During 2006 Bibliograptic deiails of English publications relevant to the
period 1921-1930 were examined, entries compiled, recorded on computer ready for the -
publication of Retrospective National Bibliography. ‘

Sri Lanka Periodical Articles Index

This index enables the readers to easily locate periodical articles published in Sri Lanka in all
three languages — Sinhala, Tamil ana Erglis~ The index is published quarterly, and during this
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year 3* and 4" issues of 2005 and 1% and 2" issues of 2006 wete published. In addition the
information relating to the issue 3, 2006 has been collected and complied and manuscript has
been handed over to the publisher. The collection of information and compilation of the issue 4,
2006 is in progress.

Authority Files

Lack of an authoritative source of information for Sri Lankan authors has been a major
drawback for all libraries in the country. This has resulted in a great deal of inconsistencies and
problems in library cataloguing. To remedy this situation it is vital that an authority list of
authors is produced. As such authority list of Sinhala titles up to the Kotte period has beern
compiled and typewritten. In addition copies of the authority lists that were produqed
previously have been distributed to 200 main libraries in the country.

'Cataloguing Division

" All library materials acquired by the National Library are catalogued by this di\fiSlOl:} to
produce the National library catalogue which is in fact the only to the National collection. The
cataloguing of materials is done to the highest professional standards. In 2006, 9296 books, 60
Government publications and 05 microfilm were computer catalogued. '

Documentation Services Division

Documentation is an important service of a National Library. The objective. qf the
Documentation Services Division is to explore not only the information available within the
National Library but also what is availabie in numerous other sources around the -co.untry and
present the information in a manner that thereaders could use it conveniently. Thfs is done to
the highest national and internationa! standards. The compilation of the Natloqal Umog
Catalogue, maintenance of a referral centre, maiutain relations with other national 'and
international libraries, preparation of bibliographies, indexes and directories on sele_cted subjfecl
areas, and the compilation of the Sri Lanka Newspaper article index are main projects cal,‘.ne"d
out by this division.

National Union Catalogue

tm&Compilation and maintenance of the National Union Catalogue is one of the main
responsibilities of the National Library. The National Union Catalogue is the key to the
resources of the major libraries of the country. When readers visit the Natxf)nal Library if tl?el
library materials they need are not available at the library the Natior}al Upmn C?.t'alogué wil
inform them as to where they will be available. 75 major Sri Lanka libraries participate in the
maintenance of the National Union Catalogue.

During this year 3,693 items of data were added to the National Union Catalogue datab::tse. h}
addition in an attempt to overcome the technological problems relating tq the sepdmg a?]s
information for the National Union Catalogue, several meetings were held with 20 Libranar

: 7 d
and other officers of several institutions. In addition a new update of the database package use
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for the compilation of the National Union Catalogue was installed z}nd a brochure with}new
information on the Union Catalogue was produced and distributed during the year.

Networking /

As the premier library of the nation it is vitally important for the National Library to mainfcain
close relationships with other libraries in the country. As such contacts have been maintained
via the following library networks.

Library Development Division

The role of the Library Development Division is to grant assistance to various libraries in the
country, provision of advisory services and development assistance to libraries and planning of
libraries at a national level, conducting library surveys, grading of libraries, formulation of
library standards, conducting reading promotion activities and organizing commemoration
events to mark special days relating to libraries. B} '

Library Advisory Service

Providing advice to other libraries and institutions relating to library services is an important
function of the Library Development Division. This year saw an increase in the advisory work
function and included individualised advisory service to libraries as well as the provision
library status reports. _ ' -

- Grading of Libraries

Grading of libraries is an important service rendered by the Library Development Division.
Accordingly during the year Departmental fikaries which the Ministry of Internal affairs and

National Reading Month

The 2006 National Reading month was inzugurated on 12 October at the National Library and

Documentation Services Board with the Hen. Minister of Education as the Chief Guest. A
Canadian book exhibition was also he!d in cenjunction. An exhibition of the award winning
and selected posters of the 2006 island wide Poster competition was inaugurated by the Hon:
Minister for Culture and National Heritage M. Mahinda Yapa Abeyawardena on 25 October
2006 at the National Library and Documentation Services Board. On this occasion the names of
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the winners of the competition were also announced. In addition there was also a talk on
‘Creativity and Appreciation’.

The presentation of certificates and prizes to the winners of the 2005 National Essay
Competition was held on 12 October 2006.

With . the intention of informing the public about the National Reading week a mec%ia

conference was held at the Library Services Board, Auditorium on 4 October 2006. Special |
Newspaper supplements carrying messages from the Hon. President, Hon. Minister, and the

Secretary Education were published in the Sinhala, Tamil and English media newspapers. stat:f

officers are participated in the national television programs ‘Gurugedara’ and ‘Lahiru Cl}&ltlkg ,

and radio program ‘Pahan Tembha’ to publicise the Reading month and Library services. in

addition banners and posters on the special activities during the Reading month were distributes

to various institutions for display.

Library Services Division

The role of the Library Services Division is to grant assistance to libraries throug.hou} .the
country. This was done by conduction book exhibitions and having sales outlets, maintaining

the National Library Bookshop, distribution of National Library. publications among libraries,
‘ handlmg of pubhclty programmes and the recommendation of book lists for libraries.

Library Developinent Aids

Book Donations Project

The National Library Services Board has a Programme by which it assists library developm@t
by donation of books to libraries. The books donated are obtained from the book. publishing
assistance scheme and purchased under the néw publication assistance project. D\{rlng .the year
363 School libraries, 102 Public libraries, 62 Pirivena libraries, and 194 other libraries were
helped 721, total libraries with book donations to the value of Rs. 4,079,003.00

" National Library Bookshop

purchase. these books and stationary items at a special discount price. However this has to be
developed on a commercial basis.

Information Technology Division

This d1v1sxon 1s responsnble for the activities relating to the utilization and maintenance of
information technology at the National Library. It is also responsible for providing advisory
services in this field. The work of this division has been widened during the year.

According to the Project Guideiines, decisions arrived at meetings and
correspondence with the authors, proceeds of book sales per 03 months
should be paid in the three month period following. Nevertheless,
payments had been made only in respect of the books sold up to December
2004 while the payments only up to the first 6 months of the year 2006
had been computed.

The Book Sales Project had been suspended temporarily since 19 January
2005. Therefore, it had deprived the authors of certain relief measures
received by them as well as the discounts available to them through the
intervention of the Board.

According to the Guidelines on the Sale of Books Published by the
Authors, an Assistant Librarizn should be attached for that purpose on
fulltime basis. It had riot been done so.

Authors’ Publications Individua! Creditors Accounts had not been updated
properly and the balance of ¥s.1,223,180 in the Authors’ Publications
Creditors Control Account had not been reconciled with the Individual
Creditors Account balances.

Misplaced Goods

An uninterrupted power supply unit valued at Rs.3,750, a toner cartridge valued at
Rs.10,125 an internal telephone valued at Rs.1,500 of the Board had been
misplaced. The follow up action taken ihereon was not revealed to audit.

Publication Creditors

The balance of the Government Grants for capital assets and the balance payable

_ to Authors’ Publications Creditors as at 31 December 2006 amounted to

Rs.18,317,678 and Rs.1,223,180 respectively totalling Rs.19,540,858 while the
cash balance as at that date amounted to Rs.627,788. Thus an adequate cash
‘balance was not available and it was observed that a sum of Rs.18 9_1 3 ,070 out of
the capital grants and payables to the Author Publishers had been utilized to incur
revenue expenditure.
