RuLes RELATING TO MINES.

1. The Governor may, from time to time, appoint such Inspectors as he may
think necessary for the due execution of the provisions of the Ordinance No. 2 of
1896 in regard to mines, and award them such salaries as he may deem proper.

2. Notice jof the appointment or removal of every such Inspector shall be
published in the Government Gazeite.

3. It shall be the duty of the Inspector of Mines to visit every working plumbago
mine once in six months, and to report to such officer as His Excellency may direct.
In the event of his inability to do this, he must send in a list of pits not inspected,
the reason of his failure to inspect being given.

4. (1) Any person who intends to open, work, or use a mine shall note on the
declaration which he is required by section 3 of Ordinance No. 2 of 1896 to furnish
to the Government Agent the date when he intends to begin work.

{(2) Such person shall also, at the same time, supply the Inspector of Mines
with & copy of the declaration with the date noted therein as above, and on receipt
thereof the Inspector of Mines shall give him a number which the mine shall there-
after bear, and this number must be quoted in all official notices.

(3) As soon as the mine number referred to above has been received, the
owner or manager shall send notice to the Inspector of Mines of the number
of shafts or tunnels which he proposes to open from the surface on first com-
menecing work on the mine. He shall send & similar notice for every additional -
shaft or tunnel which may be opened from the surface at a later date.

(4) If the work is not begun on or before that date, the person intending to open
work or use the mine shall forward to the Inspector of Mines a new notice giving a
fresh date for beginning work, and shall in the same way continue to give notice
until work is begun or until the intention of working the mine has been abandoned.
When all intention of working the mine has been abandoned, the person who has
furnished the declaration shall notify the Government Agent and the Inspector of
Mines accordingly.

(5) It shall be the duty of the owner to see‘that a copy of the declaration,
which, under paragraph 2 of clause 3 of Ordinance No. 2 of 1896, is sent to the Govern-
ment Agent, is also sent to the Inspector of Mines.

Note.—Copies of these rules and of the notices required thereunder will be
supplied on application to the Government Agent,

5. It shall be the duty of every person in immediate charge of a plumbago mine,
whether the super.mtendent, or manager, or owner, to have the sides of the pit
made secure, and if necessary timbered, and to provide safe means of descent and
ascent for the use of those emPloyed in the pit.

6. Every manager of a plumbago mine shall provide for the proper pumpin
out ar removal of water in the pits. P proper pumping

7. Tt shall not be lawful for the manager of a plumbago mine to employ an
person under the age of fiftesn to work in a pit. P g piloy any

8. . Thfa owner auq the manager shall be equally liable, if required to do so, to
provide lines and sanitary arrangements for resident coolies employed in the mine.

9. Tl}e owner.and the manager shall be equally liable to keep all approaches
to the pit for a distance of 20 yards round the mouth clear of weeds and jungle.

10. It shall not be lawful for the owner or manager to employ any person
under the age of eighteen or above the age of fifty-five in blasting in the tunnels
and galleries of plumbago mines.

11. The owner or the person in charge of a mine shall be equally liable to
cause to be delivered, both to the Government Agent and to the Inspector
of Mines, & notice of the occurrence of any accident resulting in death or such
Injury as incapacitates any workman from performing his ordinary duties for a
period of ten days. Such notice shall be delivered within forty-eight hours of the
occurrence of the accident. If the accident be a fatal one, no work except that
of bailing out water, excavating the earth with a view to the removal of the dead,
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or.the Tescue of the survivors shall be done in the mine until after the inquest.
If the Inquirer does not find that the accident was nnavoidable, no work shall be
carried on till the Inspector of Mines has visited the mine and given & certificate of
security in the Form C annexed to rule 5.” Provided that if the Inspector of Mines
does not visit the mine within three days of the receipt of the notice, this prohibi-

tion ghall cease to be in foree.

12. It 'shall not be lawful for any one to employ workmen or to work in & pit
which, in the opinion of the Inspector of Mines, is not sufficiently ventilated, or
under circumstances which are, in the opinion of the Inspector, such a8 to render it
probable that injury may result to any person either in the mine or its vicinity.
In all such cases it shall be the duty of the Inspector of Mines to deliver to the

. owner, manager, superintendent, or some one in suthority in the mine a written -

memnorandum stating the causes which in his opinion are likely to lead to injury,
and prohibiting further working in the mine until the Inspector of Mines has
certified by an endorsement on' the memorandum that the causes complained of
have been removed or remedied, or until His Excelloncy the Governor has cancelled
the prohibition.

1t shall be the duty of the Inspector of Mines to send within forty-¢ight hours of
the issue of such prohibition a full statement to His Excellency the Governor of the
facts leading to such issue, and a record of the time when such orderjwas communi-
eated to the manager, superintendent, or owner of the mine, and His Excellency
shall -then make such order as seems to him desirable. This order shall be
communicsted in writing to the superintendent or manager of the mine.

13. The following rules shall be observed with regard to the use of explosives :—
(@) No explosives shall be kept in a mine for a Jonger period than twelve hours.

{b) Arrangements must be made to enable men whose duty it i3 to light fuses to
reach a place of safety before the charges explode. No person, with the exception
of such men, shall remain inthe mine when any charge or charges of explosives are
being fired.

(¢) No person employed in charging holes with gunpowder or other explosives shall
use or have in his possession while engaged in this work any implement of iron or
gteel.. All implements used for charging must be of wood or copper. Every mine
where- explosives are used must be furnished with sets of copper implements for
charging sufficient for the use of the mine, and spare implements shall be kept in
stock. '

(d) If & charge misges fire; no one musb enter-the mine until & period of four hours
has elapsed from the time at which the fuse was lighted. -

{e) A charge of explosive which ‘has missed fire must not be withdrawn from the
hole. Another hole shall be made not less than six inches from the original one, by
firing which fresh hole the original charge will be exploded.

14. Tt shall be the duty of the owner and manager of every mine to see that the
mouth of every pit is protected by means. of strong rails extending all round
the mouth, the entrance being provided by means of a gate in the rails. He must
also see that the mouth of every tunnel is protected either by a strong rail or &
gate. - The gate shall open inwards towards the face of the tunnel, and shall
be go constructed that it will not open towards the pit. The gate shall be kept
continually closed, except when it is necessary to open it to allow the passage
through of persons or material.

Every entrance to, or exit from, any mine, and all machinery at or about such
entrance or exit, shall, if situsted within 20 yards of a public road, be sereened by a
gereen ab least 8 feet high, or boards ofjother sufficient material, 50 as-to be effectuslly
excluded from the view of persons and beasts of burden using such road.

15. In every mine in which persous' are raised and lowered by machinery, when
the depth of such lift exceeds 50 yards, provision must be made for the communi-
cation of distinct and definite signals between each of the stages in the lift and the
surface. L :

16. Chains shall not be used for hoistage or winding in mines. Except for the
purpose of testing, it shall not be lawtul to exceed the following loads on ropes
when hoisting or winding:—

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17. Itshall be the duty of the uwner and manager to see that, except for purpases
of testing, weights in excess of those specified for each description of rope as -given’
are not raised by such ropes. The manager shall see that all ropes are tested in the
morning before work and between 11 and 12 o’clock by raising a weight double that
which the rope is authorized to carry. "+ It shall be the duty of the owner and manager
to see (in the case of coir or hemp ropes) that they are attached to the bucket in a
new place.every week, and (in the case of wire ropes) that they are re-capped every
three months. :

18. A brake on the drum shall be attached to every machine used for raising or
lowering persons, if worked by steam, water, or mechanical potwer. The brake to be
one approved by the Inspector of Mines. . .

19. Bvery working mine shall be provided with a supply of timber in good
condition and suitable for timbering, and sufficient to completely timber a space
in the pit of 6 yards in depth.  This supply shall be kept in a shed within 40 yards
of the mine and at all times available for use. :

20. In any mine in which persons ascend or descend by means of dubras or
machinery it shall not be lawful to load the bucket at the other end of the rope.

21. The manager shall make arrangements for information to be forthwith given
to him whenever a charge of explosive has missed fire, and on such information being
given to him, he shall allow no person to enter the pit for four hours. Immediately
on the expiry of this period he shall personally see that another hole is made not
less than 6 inches from that in which the charge has missed fire, &nd that the second
hole is hereafter immediately fired. :

22. When the mine has attained a depth of 20 feet it shall be the duty of the
owner Or manager to cause a notice substantially in the annexed form to be
delivered to the Inspector of Mines :— .

I, ————, the owner of the mine called — , bearing No. , situated in
the village , in district of —— Province, do hereby inform
you that the aforesaid mine has now reached a depth of 20 feet. The mouth of the
mine is ~———— feet by —————— feet.

23. Xt shall be the duty of the Inspector of Mines, within one month of receipt of
notice, to visit and make a report on the mine to such officer as His Excellency may
direct in the authorized form. If he is not satisfied that the working of the mine is
conducted in a proper manner consistent with the safety of those employed, he shall
make use of the power conferred upon him by rule 12.

24. It shall be the duty of every owner and manager of & mine in which work is
- being carried on to cause to be delivered to the Inspector of Mines on some day
between January 1 and 14 and between July 1 and 14 of every year a notice
substantially in the Form A annexed. :

* Mill-gearing »* comprehends every shaft, whether upright, oblique, or hori-

" zontal, and every wheel, drum, or pulley by which the motion of the first

moving power is communicated to any machine.

29. Every hoist or tackle, near to which any person is liable to pass or to be
employed, and every wheel, if within a distance of 3 ft. 6 in. from the floor, directly
connected with steam, water, electrical, or other mechanieal power, whether in the
engine-house or not, and every part of a steam, gas, or oil engine, electrical motor,
dynamo, or waterwlheel, shall be securely fenced ; and

30. Every wheel-race not otherwise secured shall be secursly fenced close to the
edge thereof. .

31. Every part of the mill-gearing belting, ropes, or chains driven in any way
whatever within a distance of 3 ft. 6 in. from the floor shall either be securely fenced
or be in such a position or of such construction as to be as safe to every person
employed in the factory as it would be if it were securely fenced.

32. All fencing shall be of wood 3 ft. 6 in. high, posts 3 in. by 3 in., top rail 3 in.
by 2 in., intermediate rails, two in number, 2 in. by 14 in. If iron is used for rails,
it must be not less than 1 in. in diameter, and shall be maintained in an efficient
state while the parts required to be fenced are in motion.

33. All wires conveying electrical current from the dynamo to the motors or
lamps shall have highly insulated covering so as to constitute no source of danger.

34. Every main switchboard shall be under lock and key and bear clear tustrue-
tions for its use by the inexperienced.

35. No child shall be allowed to clean any part of the machinery in the tactory
while the same is in motion.

36. No young person or woman shall be allowed to clean any mill-gearing belts,
ropes, or chains conveying motive power from the driving to the driven machine
while the same is in motion.

37. No child, young person, or woman shall be allowed to work between fixed
and traversing parts of any self-acting machine while the machine is in motion.

38. No superintendent or manager of & factory shall allow any boiler to be
used for generating steam for the purpose of driving machinery, unless he can
produce & boiler certificate in the annexed Form D from an engineer specially
licensed by Government to issue certificatesas to fitness of boilers and competency
of persons in eharge thereof.

On or before January 31 in each year it shall be the duty of all superintendents
and managers of factories in which boilers are used as aforesaid to report in
writing to the Government Agent of the Province the names and situations
of the factories in their charge, together with a copy of certificate in Form D of an
engineer specially licensed by Government to issue certificates as to fitness of
hoilers and competency of personsin-charge thereof for each boiler, and the Govern-
ment Agent shall cause the same to be registered and numbered informing the
manager or superintendeut of the number assigned to each factory.

Causes of Death.—Ten deaths were registered from enteric fever (against 11, 11, and 10 in the
three previous weeks), of which 3 were in Kollupitiya, 2 each in Kotahena, New Bazaar, and Maradana
{exclusive of hospitals). Two occurred in the Maradana hospital (1 being a patient from Kotahena and
the other a French soldier from ss. *“ Luzor,”). In the week under review 23 cases of illness from enteric
fever were reported to the Municipal authorities, against 29 in the previous week.

Twelve persons died of phthisis, 4 from Maradana (exclusive of hospitals), 3 from Kotahena, 3 in
the Maradana hospital of patients from outside the town, and 1 each in Pettah and St. Paul's; 18 died
of bronehitis and pneumonia ; 21 of diarrheea and dysentery ; and 5 of infantile convulsions,

As many as 11 persons died of smallpox (all in the Infectious Diseases Hospital, Kanatta, of
which 8 were from New Bazaar and 3from Kotahena). This is the largest number of deaths from sma,lll’)ox
in any week, and nearly equals the total number of deaths (15) from this cause since the beginnin
of the epidemicin July. Of the 11 deaths, 5 were Moors, 4 Sinhalese ; 1 Burgher, and 1 Tamil. Nine casei
of illness from smallpox (as against 43 in the previous week), 13 from measles, and 1 from chickenpox
have been reported this week. ; -
