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ABSTRACT OF SEASON REPORTS FOR APRIL, 1894

WESTERN PROVINCE.

Coromeo DistgIcT.

For the intermediate cultivation, locally known as muttes, there was a limited cultivation of paddy in Siyané
kéralé east and west, and in Héwigam kéralé, which was adversely affected by the drought i1 March ; but, thanks
the recent rain, which brought out a blossom, a fair crop is expected, and will be reaped in May. For yala the
cultivation was delayed by the dry weather and not completed as early as it should be, in order to secure that timely
growth of the plants desirable to meet the heavy rain and floods which ordinarily attend the burst of the sonth-west
monsoon. But this has been risked, and with the aid of the rain, which, though late, was welcome, ploughing aud
sowing have beens going on and are still in parts. A considerable area has been accordingly cuitivated, and so
far the prospects are favourable. .

, Other Food Supplies.—~Fxcept jak fruit, which is said to be rather dear, the supply ofgbreadfruit, cucumber,
plantains, and other vegetables have been plentiful, and the price moderate, and there is every prospect of increased
supplies, as the wet weather will facilitate the cultivation of yams and other sorts of vegetables. .

beoanuts.—Owing.to the drought in March there was a large loss of immature fruit, but this will not affect
the outturh for some time to come, arld the crop picked latély is reported to be a fair one. Prices per thousand range
from about Rs. 30 to Rs. 40 in various parts of the Colombo District.

NEGOMBO DISTRICT.

Alutkara kéralé north : the fields are being sown for yala. Weather favourable. Muttes crops are thriving.
Vegetables are scarce. Cocoanut crops are fair and prices good. )

of a higher level is rendered difficult owing to the want of rain. In the Pasdun kéralé the cultivation is nearly
complete. In the Kalutara and Pinaduré Totamunes the recent drought has to some extent damaged the young
plants. Some showers during the past few days have materially improved the condition of the plants, and made the
preparation of the fields easter. On the whole the prospects of the harvest are good. There has been no mnterme-
diate cultivation. Vegetables, jak, and plantains are plentiful and chefp. The drought has affected the cocoanus
crop to some extent. The price per thousand is befween Rs. 35 and Rs 40.

Notice to Mariners No. 133 of 1894, issued by the
British Admiralty, is republished for general informa-
tion :— o . :

The following particulars of all the provisions depéts,
established in the South Indian and South Pacific oceans
for the benefit of shipwrecked persons, are again pub-
lished for the information of mariners.

1. Crozet Island—Hog [slands. —The provision depdt is
a hut near the landing place on the eastern side of the
island, 21 miles southward of the Five Giants, which lie
off #he north-east point of Hog island. In December,
1887, the French vessel .La Meurthe left at this depdt
one ton of preserved beef, half a ton of biscuit, three-
quarters of a hundredweight of sardines in oil, 20
blankets, 15 pairs of 'shoes, and 15 pairs of cloth trousers,
all carefully packed in boxes. Also 2spears, 2 hatchets,
and cooking utensils.

1a. Crozet Islands—Possession Island.—The provision
depdt consists of huts situated about 100 yards from the
coast in the south-east corner of American bay, which is
on the east side of the island, and about 7 miles from
Dark jhead, the north-east point.

55.  Chairman, with consent, may adjourn Meeting.—The+Chairman, with the consent of the meeting, may
adjourn any meeting from time to time and from place to place, but no business shall be transacted at uny adjourned
meeting other than the business left unfinished at the meeting from which the adjowrnment took place, unless due
notice shall be given. ',

56.  Minutes of General Meeting.—Minutes of the proceedings of every General Meeting. whether Ordinary or
Extraordinary, shall be entered in a book to be kept for that purpose, and shall when so entercd be signed as soon as
practicable by the Chairman of the same meeting, or by the Chairman of the succeeding meeting, and the same when
s0 entered and signed shall be evidence of all such proceedings, and of the proper election of the Chairman.

Vorineg AT MEETINGS.

57.  Votes.— At any meeting every resolution shall be decided by the votes of the Shareholders present in
person or by proxy, and in case there shall be an equality of votes, the Chairman at such meeting shall be entitled to
give a casting vote in addition to the vote to which he may be entitled as a Shareholder, and unless a poll be imme-*
diately demanded in writing by at least three Mcembers present and entitled to vote, a declaration by the Chairman that
a resolution has been carried, and an entry to that effect in the Minute Book of the.
