JA L A T H P E D I G E M E N I K A ; charged with the 
murder of his mistress, Jalathpedigedera Sirimala, 

at Boraluwahena in Galboda korale, Kegalla District, on 
July 16, 1894 ; is a Sinhalese of the Duraya caste ; 
religion, Buddhist ; occupation, cultivator ; age, 27 years; 
height, 5 ft. 2J in. ; make, thin ; complexion, dark brown; 
nose, ordinary ; mouth, small ; teeth, well set ; eyes, 
hazel; hair, black, tied in a knot ; has hair on face ; bears 
vaccine marks on both arms and scars on the stomach, 
back, and on both legs ; birthplace and general residence, 
Dewilla; father, Jalathpedige Ranhotiya; mother, Soithee; 
brother, Seriya ; is well known to Wal Duraya, to Kira 
Duraya, and to Rankira Duraya. all of Dewilla ; is a 
noted thief, and has been twice convicted. The Police 
Magistrate of Kegalla has issued warrant No. 12,540 for 
his arrest. 

F Arnolis alias Arnoris alias John ; charged with escape 
from lawful custody from the jail at Hulftsdorp, Colombo, 
on September 3, 1894 ; is a Sinhalese ; religion, Roman 
Catholic ; occupation, carter ; age, 28 years ; height, 5 ft. 
7 j in. ; make, spare ; complexion, brown ; nose, long ; 
mouth, ordinary ; teeth, regular ; eyes, brown ; hair, 
black, long, and curly ; has beard and scanty whiskers ; 
bears scars on the back of the head, on the left 
side of the forehead, on the right cheek bone, on the 
left arm, on the left forearm, on the right forearm, on 
the left side of the back, and on both knees ; birthplace, 
Veyangoda ; general residence, Hettiawatta in Colombo ; 
is unmarried ; Andris and Arong of Colombo are his 
brothers ; has been twenty-two times previously convicted.
