the Government Agent of the Province the names and situations of the factories * 
in their charge,'together with a copy of certificate in Form D of an engineer 

. specially licensed by Government to issue certificates as to fitness of boilers and 
competency of persons in charge thereof for each boiler, and the Government 
Agent shall cause the same to be registered and numbered, informing the. manager 
or superintendent of the number assigned to each factory. When any new factory 
in which a boiler is used as aforesaid is opened, or whenever a new boiler is erected '

Whenever the steam power in any factory is permanently discarded or done away 
with, the superintendent or manager shall forthwith report the same to the Govern­
ment Agent of the Province and to the Inspector of Factories.

The certificate in Form D must be obtained annually from a licensed engineer, 
who shall, inspect such boiler before the issue of each certificate Form D to be 
kept in triplicate: one copy to be kept in the factory for the information of the 
Inspector of Factories, one to be sent to the Government Agent, and the third to be 
retained by the licensing engineer. ■ ■ •

• 40.' All persons specially authorized in writing thereto by the Government shall 
be Inspectors for the purposes of Ordinance No. 2 of 1896 in respect of such factories 
as shall be enumerated upon such written authority, and shall at all reasonable 
hours of the day have free access to such factories for the purposes of inspecting 
machinery in use therein, or any part thereof, and shall report to the Government 
Agent any failure to comply with the provisions of these rules.

The Inspectors thus appointed shall furnish once a year, if possible, a report on 
each factory in their charge and forward it to the Government Agent, on or before 
the date appointed by that officer, accompanied either by a certificate in the 
annexed Form B (Certificate of Inspection) or by a statement showing why the 
Inspector is unable to grant such certificate.

41. The manager or the engineer in charge of a factory in which mechanical 
motive power and connected machinery are made use of shall on or before June 30 
in each year forward to the Government Agent of the Province in which the factory 
is situated a certificate in the annexed Form C that these rules have been complied 
with. Where the rules have not been complied with in all respects, the manager 
or engineer shall name the particulars in which the rules have not been complied 
with, and shall state the reason for such non-compliance.

It shall be the duty of all superintendents or managers of factories to cause to be 
delivered to the Government Agent of the Province and to the Inspector of Factories, 
within one month of the cessation of work, a notice, substantially in the Form E 
annexed, intimating that'work in the factory has been stopped.

If work is resumed in the factory, a notice, substantially in Form F annexed, 
must be sent to the Government Agent of the Province and to the Inspector of 
F^ptories, within one month of the resumption of work, intimating that work has 
been re-commenced.

42. Upon receipt of the certificate referred to in rule 39 the Govermnent Agent 
shall forward a copy thereof to the person with regard to whom the certificate is 
given. Where a copy of the certificate has been received, the Government Agent 
shall forward a duplicate thereof.

43. It shall be lawful for the Government Agent, when he is satisfied that any 
part of the machinery of a factory is a source of danger to any person or persons 
employed therein, to make an order in writing directing that such protective 
measures as he may think necessary bC taken in regard to such part of the machinery.

44. The manager or superintendent shall carry out such order as quickly as 
possible, unless he lodges within ten days of the receipt of the order an appeal 
against the order to the Governor in Executive Council, by whom the order may 
be confirmed, modified, or annulled.

45. The superintendent or manager §hall comply with the order which may be 
made by the Governor within two weeks of the receipt of a communication containing 
the decision arrived at.

46.. Nothing in these rules shall be read or construed to preclude a special 
inspection being made of any factory at any time within reasonable hours by any 
person duly and specially authorized by the Government Agent to make such 
special inspection.

47. The superintendent or manager shall place a copy of these rules in a conspi­
cuous position near the door of the factory. .

48. The owner, superintendent, manager, or person in charge of a factory shall 
cause to be sent by telegram or by registered post to the Government Agent 
information of the occurrence of any accident to any workman resulting in death or 
serious injury within twenty-four hours of such occurrence.

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Examination for the Local Division of the Civil Service of Ceylon.

A Proclamation determining New Designs for Silver Goins.
Whereas under section 11 of the Coinage Act, 1870, W e have power, with the advice of ,0ur Privy Council, 

from time to time by Proclamation to determine the design for any coin :
And whereas it appears to Us desirable to determine new designs for the Silver coins hereinafter specified, 

being some of the silver coins mentioned in the First Schedule to the Coinage Act, 1870 :
We, therefore, in pursuance of the said enactment and of all other powers enabling Us in that behalf, do 

.hereby, by and with the advice of Our Privy Council, proclaim, direct, and ordain as follows :—
1. The designs for the said silver coins shall be as follows :—  .
(1) Half Grown.—'Every half-crown shall have for the obverse impression Our effigy with the inscription 

“ GEORGitrs v  d e i  g r a  : b r it t  : o m n  : r e x  ”  and for the reverse the Ensigns Armorial of the United Kingdom 
contained in a shield surmounted by the Royal Crown and surrounded by  the Garter bearing the motto “  h o n i 
sOit  Qtn m a l  y  p e n s e , ”  with the inscription “  fed  : d e f  : end  : im p  : ”  together with the words “  b a l e  c r o w n  ”  
and the date of the year, with a graining upon the edge.

(2) Florin.—Every florin shall have the same obverse impression as the half-crown, with the inscription 
“  g e o r g iu s  v  d . G. b r it t  : o m n  : r e x  f . d . IND : im p  : ”  and for the reverse four crowned shields arranged in the 
form of a cross ; in the angles four sceptres springing from the Star of the Garter in the centre, together with .the 
words “  o n e  f l o r in  ”  and the date of the year, with a graining upon the edge.

(3) Shilling.— Every shilling shall have the same obverse impression and inscription as the half-crown, and 
for the reverse Our Royal Crest with the date of the year placed across the Crest, with the inscription “  f id  : d e f  :

B ir th s .— The total births registered in the city of Colombo m  the week were 133 (0 Europeans, 9 Burghers, 86 
Sinhalese, 17 T amils, 17 Moors, 4 Malays, and 0 Others). The birth-rate per 1,000 per a w n m  (calculated on the estimated 
population on January 1, 1911, viz., 189,423) was 36 -6, as against 21*2 in the preceding week, 29‘2 in the corresponding 
week of last year, and 25-6 the weekly average for last year.

D e a th s .— The total deaths registered were 108 (1 European, 2 Burghers, 56 Sinhalese, 22 Tamils, 19 Moors, 3 Malays, 
and 5 Others). The death-rate per 1,000 per !-annum was 29-7, as against 33-9 in the previous week, 26-1 in the 
corresponding week of last year, and 31‘2 the weekly average for last year.
