(a) To cdrrect an error in the Schedule to the Excise Ordinance, No. 8 of 1912. Sections 17 of Ordinance 

' No «  5 of 1899 and 3 of Ordinance No. 9 of 1905 having already been repealed should not have 
appeared in the schedule.

' (6) To add the word “  oooaine ”  immediately after the word “  ganja ”  in line 5 of paragraph (6) of sub­
section (11) of seotion 3 of the Excise Ordinance, to enable the Governor to deolare what shall 
be deemed to be cocaine. This amendment is inserted with a view to the stricter control it is 
intended to exercise over the supply of cocaine. .

Ceylon Post Office (Amendment) Ordinance, No. of 1914.”  

2' For section 22 of the principal Ordinance, as amended 
by Ordinance No. 23 of 1909, the following section shall be 
substituted :

22 N o person shall send by post—  .
(a) Any indecent or obscene printing, painting, photo­

graph,, lithograph, engraving, book, or card, or any 
other indeoent or obscene article ; or 

(6) Any circular or advertisement representing or 
suggesting that any publication or artiole therein 
advertised is of an indecent or obscene nature ; or 

(c) Any postal article having thereon or on the cover 
thereof any words, marks, or designs of an indecent, 
obscene, seditious, scurrilous, threatening, or grossly 
offensive character; or

(d) Any proposal, ciroular, or ticket relating to  lotteries, 
whether promoted in Ceylon or elsewhere -, or

(e) Any ciroular or advertisement regarding drugs or 
medicines purporting to be remedies for diseases of 
the sexual organs or sexual stimulants ; or 

( /)  Any substance which the Governor may by notifica­
tion issued under Ordinance No. 8‘ o f 1912, as 

■ amended by Ordinanoe No. of 1914, declare to 
be cocaine.

Provided that the Governor in Council may, by notifica­
tion in the “  Government Gazette,”  exempt any medicinal 
preparation containing cocaine from all or any of the 
provisions of this Ordinance.
3 For sub-sections (4) and (5) of section 26 o f the principal 

Ordinance the following sub-sections shall be substituted :
(4) If the value of the contents is, in the opinion of the 

officer of the Customs, under-valued, or the de­
scription of contents incorrect, or if the contents or 
articlesnre totally or conditionally prohibited from 
being imported under the Customs Ordinance, or 
any Ordinance amending the same, or under any 
other Ordinance, the postal article with its con­
tents shall be delivered to the Principal Collector 
of Customs to be dealt with as provided by the 
Customs Ordinance.
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(5) I f any letter received from beyond seas is suspected 
to contain dutiable articles, or articles totally or 

° - conditionally prohibited from  being imported as
mentioned in the preceding sub-section, it shaJl be 
delivered to the Principal Collector of Customs to 
be dealt with under the Customs Ordinance, and 
the Postmaster-General shall cause notice, in 
writing t o , be forthwith sent to -the addressee 
advising him o f the arrival o f the letter and of its 
transmission to the Principal Collector of Customs, 
and requesting him to clear it personally or by

6,604 of 

January 30,1914).
2. The object of the Draft B ill is to amend the Post Office Ordinance, No. 11 o f 1908, in the following 

respects:—
(a) By the insertion of a sub-section in section 22 prohibiting the sending by post of any circular or

advertisement representing or suggesting that any publication or article therein-advertised is of 
an indecent or obscene nature.

(b) By the insertion of another sub-section in section 22 whereby the sending b y p o st of cocaine (as
defined by notification issued under the Draft Ordinance amending the Excise Ordinance, No. 8 
o f 1912) is prohibited. Power is given to the Governor in Council to exempt any medicinal 
preparation containing cocaine from  any of the provisions of the Ordinance.

(c) Sub-sections (4) and (5) o f section 26 have also been amended to enforce this prohibition.

Ordinance, No. 17 of 1869, and to provide for0 the issue of 
Warehouse Warrants ”  : Be it therefore enacted by the 
Governor of Ceylon, by and with the advice and consent of 
the Legislative Council thereof, as follows :

1 This Ordinance may be cited as “  The Amended Ware­
house Warrants Ordinance, No. of 1914.”

2 The following section shall be added to the principal 
Ordinance, and shall be numbered 4 :

4 Every warrant, whether issued by a Collector of 
Customs or by the keeper o f a bonded warehouse, shall 
bear a stamp duty of fifty cents, and such duty shall be 
denoted by adhesive stamps. Such warrants shall be liable 
m ah matters relating to stamp duty, to the provisions of 
the Ordinances relating to stamp duties, so far as the same 
shall be applicable thereto.

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Statement o f Objects and Seasons.
T h e  object of the D raft B ill is to correct an error in the Stamp Ordinance, No. 22 o f 1909, which repealed 

Ordinance N o. 3 of 1890. In the 1890 Ordinance warehouse warrants were subject to a special stamp duty of fifty 
cents. In  the new Ordinance of 1909 this item was inadvertently omitted.

2. The result of this omission was that section 4 of Ordinance No. 1 of 1871 (under which the stamp duty 
payable was only five oents) was revived.

3. The D raft B ill amends this by raising the stamp duty from five oents to fifty cents, so as to make the 
stamp duty the same as the duty which was levied prior to the passing of Ordinance No. 22 o f 1909.

4. A  corresponding amendment will be made when the Stamp Ordinance is amended.
