14. (1) An alien, being the master or a member o f the crew of a vessel arriving at any port within thi*
Colony, shall not land at that port unless he has in.his possession a passport issued to him not more than two years; 
previously by  or on behalf o f the Government o f the country of which he is a subject or a citizen, or some other- 
document satisfactorily establishing his nationality or identity, to which passport or document there must be attached, 
a photograph of the alien to whom it relates. J"

(2) I f  any alien prohibited under the provisions of the preceding section shall land or attempt to land in the- 
Colony, any police officer may oause such alien to be arrested.

(3) (a) Any alien who lands or attempts to land in the Colony who is prohibited from  so doing, and (i) any- 
person who aids and abets any alien in so landing or attempting to land, shall be guilty of an offence, and shall be 
liable on  conviction before a Police Magistrate to imprisonment, "with or ■without hard labour, for a period not exceed­
ing six months, or to a fine not exceeding one thousand five hundred rupees, or to both such imprisonment and-fine; 
and on conviction before a District Court to imprisonment, with or.without hard labour, for a period not exceeding tw o 
years, or to  a fine not exceeding one thousand five hundred rupees, or to both such imprisonment and fine.

(4) Where an alien is unde’r the provisions o f the preceding section (1) prohibited from landing at any port 
within this Colony, a police: officer not below the rank o f Assistant Superintendent of Police may, nevertheless,, 
grant him  temporary permission to land for. such purposes, and subject to such conditions as the Governor may- 
from  time to time prescribe, either generally or in respect o f any particular port or vessel.
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Arrest, Detention, Exclusion, and Deportation. . v
15. Any police officer n ot below the rank o f Assistant Superintendent of Police m ay arrest and detain any 

person who shall have landed in the Colony, and whom he shall have good cause to believe to be in possession of any 
naval, military, or official pass, permit, certificate, license, or other docum ent or any passport which has been stolen, 
forged, altered, or tampered with, or which is in his possession for illegitimate purposes, and the Governor on being 
satisfied that there is good reason to believe any offence has been com m itted b y  such person in connection with 
such pass, permit, certificate, license, or other document or passport in any allied country or in any British possession 
may cause such person to be deported to such country or possession.

1. Dim ensions of the firewood.—Each piece of wood is to 

be 3 ft. in length, and not less than 12 in. nor more than 
.36 in. in girth.

2. The following species are not to be cut for firewood, 
viz.:—Etdemata, lunumidella, rukattana, divikaduru, kaju, 
walkadura, imbul, katuimbul, erabadu, dadap, kekuna, 
amba, or gedumba.

3. Not less than 6 per cent, of the total annual supply 
of firewood will be required to be stacked, in addition to 
the quantity to be supplied monthly, as a reserve to meet 
emergencies ; and further, not less than 20 per cent, to be 
kept near the railway line from October 16, 1916, to June 
30, 1917, ready to be removed to the stacking ground.

4. No felling operation will be permitted in forests 
after July 31, 1917, and wood for the anticipated supplies 
for the two following months must be held in stock on that 
date.

VITAL STATISTICS.

Registrar-General’s Weekly Health Report of the City of Colombo for the Week ended August 5,1916.

Births.—The total births registered in the oity of Colombo in the week were 91 (2 Europeans, 5 Burghers, 
60 Sinhalese, 13 Tamils, 17 Moors, 3 Malays, and 1 Other). The birth-rate per 1,000 per annum (calculated on the 
estimated population on July 1, 1916, viz., 259,461) was 18*3, as against 20"2 in the preceding week, 19• 5 in the 
corresponding week of last year, and 22*7 the weekly average for last year.

Deaths.—The total deaths registered were 131 (1 European, 9 Burghers, 52 Sinhalese, 27 Tamils, 30 Moors 
4 Malays, and 8 Others). The death-rate per 1,000 per annum was 26'4, as against 33'5 in the previous week 30*3 
in the corresponding week of last year, and 25’ 8 the weekly average for last year.

In fantile Deaths.—Of the 131 total deaths, 21 were of infants under one year of age, as against 27 in the 
preceding week, 40 in the corresponding week of the previous year, and 29 the average for last year.

Stillbirths.—The number of stillbirths registered during the week was 7.
P rincipal Causes o f Death.—Fourteen deaths from Phthisis were registered, as against 28 in the previous week 

and 15 the weekly average for last year. Of these, 5 were in Maradana (including 2 deaths of non-residents in 
hospitals), 3 in Kotahena, 2 in San Sebastian, 2 in New Bazaar, 1 in Pettah, and 1 in Slave Island.

2. Fourteen deaths from Pneum onia were registered, as against 13 in the previous week and 11 the weekly 
average for last year. Of these, 4 were in Kotahena, 4 in Maradana (including a death of a non-resident in hospital)
2 in New Bazaar, 1 in St. Paul’s, 1 in Slave Island, 1 in Kollupitiya, and 1 in Wellawatta. Six deaths from Bronchitis 
were registered.

3. Six deaths from Plague were registered as in the previous week, against 2 the weekly average for last year. 
Of these, 3 were in San Sebastian, 2 in Maradana, and 1 in New Bazaar. Nine cases were reported, as in the previous 
week.

4. Four deaths from Enteric Fever were registered, as against 7 in the previous week and 3 the weekly
average for last year. Of these, 2 were in Kotahena, 1 in Maradana, and 1 in Wellawatta. J

5. One death from M easles was registered (in Maradana), as against 2 in the previous week. Forty-seven 
cases were reported, as against 19 in the previous week. Fourteen oases of Chickenpox were also reported, as against 22 
in the previous week.

6. Nine deaths from Infantile Convulsions were registered, 8 from Enteritis, 8 from Worms, 5 from Diarrhoea, 4
from D ebility, 2 from D ysentery, 1 from Tetanus, and 49 from Other Causes. '

State o f the Weather.—The mean temperature of air was 80'3°, against 81*1° in the preceding week arid 81*0° in 
the corresponding week of the previous year. The mean atmospheric pressure was 29 "872 in., against 29"808 in. in the 
preceding week and 29 • 837 in. in the corresponding week of the previous year.15 The total rainfall in the week was 
0" 53 in., against 1*14 in. in the preceding week and 0"46 in. in the corresponding week of the previous year.
