MUNICIPALITY OF COLOMBO.

Minutes of Proceeding of a General Meeting of the Municipal Counecil of Colombo held at the
Town Hall on Friday, March 8, 1895, at 8 p.m.

The Council met this day at 3 .., pursuant to notice dated March 2, 1895. )

Lresent :—Mr. . E. D. Pennyeuick, Mayor and Chairman ; Captain F. Bayley ; Hon. R. K. MacBride, ¢.M.G.;
Houn. A. de A. Seneviratna ; Mr. M. I. M. Haniffa ; Mr. C. Perera ; Mr. C. P. Dias ; Mr. Walter Pereira ; Mr. R.
H. Morgan ; Mr. C. M. Fernando ; and Mr. A. Alvis.

The Minutes of February 8, 1895, having been printed and a copy sent to each Member of the Council, were
taken as read.

Resolved that the Minutes of February 8, 1895, be confirmed.

Hon. A. de A. Seneviratna presented a petition dated February 20, 1895, from P. Domingo Appubami, of
Jampettah street, complaining of the refusal to renew a license to sell meat at No. 10, Barber street, and moved that

the petition be read. -

Mr. C. Perera seconded. .
Resolved,—That the petitioner be informed that license was refused in accordance with a resolution of the

Council prohibiting the licensing of any meat stall within a mile of a Municipal meat market.
. 1. Pursuant to notice, Mr. C. P. Dias moved “ that the Government be requested (1) to make suc'h’altemtlonsll
in the law as would render the admission of any person suffering from any infectious disease into the Civil Hosplta.
impossible ; (2) to require all Government Medical Officers who become cognizant of the existence of any infectious
disease, to give information of the same to the Chairman of the Municipal Council.” 1 :
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This motion was, by leave of Council, amended as follows :—¢ That the Government be requested (1) to make
such alterations in the law as would render penal the admission into the Geeneral Civil Hospital or detention therein
of any person suffering from any dangerous infectious disease ; and that the Council do impress upon the Govern-
ment the necessity of providing a building with better accommodation than the present Infectious Diseases Hospital
affords ; (2) to require all Government Medical Officers who became cognisant of the existence of any infectious
disease within the Municipality, to give information of the same to the Chairman of the Municipal Council.”

The motion so amended was seconded by Mr. O, Perera and carried—Mr. MacBride dissenting.

2. *A Statement of Receipts and Disbursements from January 1 to February 28, 1895, and a Progress Report
of Work done during February, 1895, were laid on the table.

3. The following recommendation from the Standing Committee of February 22, 1895, was laid before the
Council : —

() Memorandum from Chairman about lease of Edinburgh market.

Resolved that the Committee recommend a rebate of Rs. 70 monthly being made to the renter on
account of the misunderstanding as to the terms of this rent.

Resolved,—7That the recommendation of the Standing Committee be adopted.

4. A letter No. 12 of February 13, 1895, from the Hon. the Colonial Secretary, forwarding copy of one from
the Director of Public Works on the subject of the duplication of the pipe from Labugama, and requesting the
opinion of the Council on the second paragraph of the Director’s letter, was laid before the Council, after previous
circulation. .

Mr. C. Perera moved “ that Government be informed that the Council do not approve of the suggestion made
by the Director of Public Works in the second paragraph of this letter.”

Mr. Walter Perera seconded.—Carried ; Mr. MacBride dissenting.

5. The Chairman informed the Council of his wish to apply to His Excellency the Governor for a year's.
farlough under the provisions of clause 60 of Ordinance 7 of 1887.
Resolved unanimously that the Council recommend the grant of a year’s leave of absence to the Chairman.

6. A letter dated February 12, 1893, from Messrs. Julius & Creasy forwarding plans received from Mr.
Mathews showing the lines of tramway to be laid on the Kollupitiya and Norris road routes, also a letter dated February
8 from Mr. Mathews to the Chairman on the subject, were laid before the Council after previous circulation.

Rosolved,—that the plans be approved with certain alterations marked in Mr. Mathew’s copy ; that a correct
survey of the railway crossing at Parson’s road be forwarded to Mr. Mathews ; and that a copy of the survey be
forwarded to Government to obtain the views of the Railway authorities as to the angle of crossing.

7. An application dated February 9, 1895, from Rev. J. Passmore, requesting a further allotment of land at
the Madampitiya Cemetery for the use of the Wesleyans was laid before the Council after previous circulation.

Resolved, under the provisions of clause 3 of Ordinance 1 of 1894, that half an acre of additional ground be
given for the use of the Wesleyan community from the available portion of ground hitherto used as a general
cemetery and not allotted to any particular denomination ; details to be arranged by the Chairman after conference
with Mr. Passmore.

8. The Auditor-General's remarks on the accounts for October, 1894, received with letter No. 7 of February
28, 1895, were laid on the table.

. 9. The City Analyst’s report dated March 6, 1895, on the town water for February, 1895, was laid on the table,

having been previously printed and circulated. o

10. Reports of Inspectors on licensed carriages, and kerosine, poison, and gunpowder shops for March, 1895,
were laid on the table.

Health Officer’s Report for December, 1894,

The general health of the community has been good. There have been no cases of infectious diseages reported
The water supply has continued good, and is sufficient.
The drainage is being improved.
