wears moustaches and whiskers; bears burnt marks on the
face and has itch on the legs ; hannts, Nigoda, Navala,
Kirillapanay, and Narahainpitiya ; family lives at Borella;

."Agonis Appu and Manchihamy of Borella are his brother
and sister.

5. Lokupanagodage Ellis Perera alias Ellias Sinno ;
occupation, carter ; age, about 38 years; height, about
5 ft. ; make, stout ; complexion, dark ; nose, flat ; mouth
and eyes, large ; teeth, well set ; hair, black, tied in a

knot ; wears moustaches and beard ; some Sinhalese letter
are tattooed on both arms and bears a scar on the face ;
haunts Maradana and Kollupitiya ; wife's name, Lano-
hamy ; Agonis Appu of Welikada is his uncle. :

6. Manaweerakankavange Don Carolis; alias Carolis
occupation, carpenter ; age, about 33 years ; height, about
5 £t.

in Salpiti korale ; haunts Borupana ; James Allis, late
village constable, is hisuncle ; is well known to the village
sergeant of Kotte and to the Police Vidane of Borales-
gomuwa. The Police Magistrate of Colombo has issued
warrant No. 34,815 for the arrest of the accused.

Jonis ; charged with theft on January 6, 1895, at
Bambalapitiya ; is a Sinbalese of the Goigama caste ;
religion, Buddhist; occupation, baker; age, sbout 22
years ; height abount 5 ft. 5 in. ; make, stout ; complexion,

at Gangodawila on January 10, 1895 ; is a Sinhalese of .
the Wellala caste; religion, Buddbist ; occupation, carpen-
ter ; age, about 45 years ; height, about 5 ft. ; make, well
built ; complexion, fair ; hair, tied in & knot ; wears thin-
moustaches and beard ; general residence, Gangodawila;
haunts Colombo ; is well known to the Police Vidane of
Gangodawila and to the Village Arachchi an1 Village
Sergeant of Kotte. The Police Magistrate of Colombo
has issued warrant No. 35,237 for the arrest of the accused.

Kapugama Giganage Davith ; -charged with causing
hurt at Walgama, Matara ; is a Sinbalese of the Chandu
caste ; religion, Buddhist ; age, about 20 years; height,
about 5 ft. ; make, stout , complexion dark ; nose, mouth,
and teeth, ordinary ; eyes, dark ; hair, curly, tied in a
knot ; has hair on the face ; gemeral residence, Walgama,
Matara ; haunts Pelane, Matara ; is unmarried ; Kapu-
gama Giganage Don Lewis, of Walgama, Dikwella,
Vidanage. Paucaris, and Dikwella Vidanage Wadurala are
his relatives ; is well. known to the Police Officers of
Walgama and Pamburane, and to the Vidane Arachchi
of the Four Gravats, Matara.
