Magistrate of Colombo has issned
warrant No. 37,5658 for the arrest of aceused.

Balage James; charged with highway robbery at
Talalle in the Matara District, on May 28, 1895 : isa
Sinhalese of the Chalia caste ; religion, Buddhist ; has no
occupation ; age, about 27 years; height, about 6. ft.;
make, well built ; complexion, black ; nose, mouth, and
teeth, ordinary ; eyes, dark ; hair, black, tied into a knot;
