5 ft. 6 in . ; is well bui l t ; complexion, dark ; nose, flat ; 
mouth, ordinary ; teeth, well set ; eyes, black and oval ; 
hair, black, tied in a kudimbi; wears moustaches ; 
tattoo marks on the forehead ; birthplace, India ; general 
residence, Alakolawewa ; haunts Getambe, and Badulla ; 
is married; wife, Mariai, lives at Alakolawewa in 

Maturata; father, Kolonda Kangani; father-in-law 
Pudukaruppen Kangani, both o f Maturata; is well 
known to Kelayapatna Arachchi.
