crippled in the leff leg ; birthplace, Narangodapaluwa in Alutkuru korale south, Colombo District ; haunts Bulat-
weldeniya in Dehigampal korale and Ruanwella ; is married to the sister of Hapu Arachchige Lucas Appu,
deceased, of Mahara Nugegoda ; is well known to the Police Vidanes of Narangodapaluwa and Kendaliyaddapaluwa.
The Itinerating Police Magistrate of the Western Province has issued warrant No. 4,640 for his arrest.
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
