Panambarage Martelis Fernando, commonly known as
Martelis Gurunnanse alias James; charged with the
murder of Kadenappulige Gordiyanu Fernando, at
Kabarayagodella in Ihala Madampella, in the District of
Negombo, on October 9, 1896 ; is a Sinhalese of the
Karawa caste ; religion, Roman Catholic; occupation,
violin instructor, and supplies music at native weddings ;
age, 38 years; height, about 6 ft.; make, thin; com-
plexion, rather fair ; nose, prominent ; mouth, ordinary;
teeth, well set ; eyes, ordinary ; hair, black, rather short
(having been cropped some time ago whilst in jail)
tied in small knot with a piece of tape; wears full
moustaches and a sparse beard ; a violin bow tattooed on
right arm and human figure on left arm ; birthplace,
Tilanduwa, Negombo District ; general residence, Chilaw;
haunts, Kahambilihena apd Bolawalana ; is unmarried ;
father, late Panambarage Manuel Fernando, was com-
monly called Vitale Mana ; mother, Marasinhage Ana
Dias, commonly called Ango ; kept an eating-house till
recently at Chilaw ; is said to have removed to Munnes-
waram ; uncle, Panambarage Bastian Fernando, Annavi-
rala, lives at Tillanduwa ; is well known to Appu Sinno
alias Gabriel, Fiscal’s Process Server of Negombo, and
some of the_ officers of Negombo Court ; has been several
times convicted of theft.
