W HEREAS it is expedient to provide for exempting 
from Customs duty certain articles imported or 

purchased for the use of Her Majesty’s Naval and Military 
Forces and for paying a rebate of such duty : Be it there­
fore enacted by the Governor of Ceylon, by and with the 
advice and consent of the Legislative Council thereof, as 
follows :—

1 From and after the First day of January, 1892, the 
following articles shall be exempted from payment of 
customs duty :—

( а )  Articles of every description imported or supplied
by sea or inland carriage or navigation for the 
public use of Her Majesty’s regular military and 
naval forces, and all articles sold for the public use 
of Her Majesty’s regular military and naval forces, 
though not directly imported for that purpose ;

(б) All wines, spirits, and stores which are imported or
purchased or procured locally for the use of the 
Naval Commander-in-Chief when residing in the 
Colony, or which are supplied from Her Majesty’s 
dockyard at Trincomalee for the use of his 
servants and of the sailors on duty at his place

v  of residence;
(c) Articles, clothing, and material for clothing, imported

for the use in athletic sports and games of Her 
Majesty’s regular military or naval forces in 
Ceylon;,

( d )  Articles imported, purchased, or procured for the use
of any canteen of Her Majesty’s regular military 
or naval forces in Ceylon.

2  (1) Upon the production of a certificate from such 
naval or military officer as the Governor may from time to 
time authorise by notification in the G o v e r n m e n t  G a z e t te  to 
issue the same, the Collector of Customs shall pass free from 
duty the articles hereinbefore exempted, or, in the event of 
the duty having been paid, he shall allow a rebate of such 
duty.

Provided that if such articles shall not be required for the 
use for which they were imported or purchased as aforesaid, 
and shall be sold, the same shall be liable to and be charged 
with such and the same duties of customs as may by law be 
payable or charged on the like articles; and the officer in 
whose charge such articles may be shall furnish the Collector 
of Customs with the particulars of the sale thereof, and out 
of the proceeds of the same pay to the said Collector the 
duties which may be due thereon.

2  It shall be law ful fo r  the synod, assem bly, or con ven ­
tion held under the authority o f the principal Ordinance, by

2 And whereas from the sums voted for Public Works in the Supply 
Ordinances for the years 1891 and 1892 a sum not exceeding. Eight hundred 
and ninety-thousand and thirty-five rupees and forty-four cents will remain 
unexpended at the end o f 1892, and the same has been brought forward for 
expenditure during the year 1893 : It is enacted that it shall be lawful for the
Governor to authorise the expenditure o f the said amount during the year 1893 for 
the completion o f  the works for which the same was voted.

3  And whereas by the 31st section o f  the Ordinance No. 31 o f the year 
1884, intituled “  A n  Ordinance to amend Ordinance No. 10 o f  1861, entitled * An 
Ordinance to consolidate and amend the Laws relating to Public Thorough­
fares in this Colony,’ ”  it is enacted that it shall be lawful for the Governor to 
propose the estimates prepared in pursuance thereof, or such o f  them as to him may 
appear expedient, in the Ordinance for making provision for the contingent 
expenditure o f the Colony for the ensuing year, to be dealt with in like manner 
as any other estimate to be so proposed: And it is thereby also provided that the 
amount o f  labour to be supplied under the provisions o f  the said Ordinance 
No. 31 o f 1884, for the performance of any work or works for which an estimate 
or estimates may have been so proposed by the Governor, and approved o f  by the 
Legislative Council, shall be distinctly stated in the Ordinance enacted for the 
same, and that the same shall not exceed two-thirds o f the whole amount o f  labour 
due from the district or districts within which it may be required to be performed: 
It is enacted that the amount o f labour to he supplied under the provisions o f 
the said Ordinance shall be in conformity with the estimates specified in the 
Schedule hereunto annexed.

4  The Treasurer o f the said Island shall issue and pay the said several sums 
to such persons, for the purposes hereinbefore-mentioned, upon such days and in 
such proportions as the Governor for the time being, by any warrant or order in 
writing to be signed by him, shall from time to time order and direct; and the 
payments so to be made shall be charged upon and payable out o f the revenues o f  the 
said Island.

6  The said Treasurer shall in his accounts from time to time be allowed credit 
for any sum or sums o f  money paid by him in pursuance o f  such warrant or order in 
writing as aforesaid; and the receipt or receipts o f  the respective persons to whom 
the same shall be so paid shall be a full and valid discharge to the said Treasurer 
in passing his said accounts for any such sum or sums as shall be therein mentioned ; 
and he shall and may receive credit for the same accordingly.

Offences in a more expeditious manner than is provided 
in “  The Criminal Procedure Code, 1888.”

A . E . H a v e l o c k .

W H E R E A S  it is expedient to m ate  provision fo r  the 
trial o f  certain petty offences in a m ore expeditious 

manner than is provided in “  The Criminal Procedure Code, 
1883 ” : Be it  therefore enacted by the G overnor o f  C eylon, 
by and w ith  the advice and consent o f  the Legislative 
Council thereof, as fo llow s :—

1 Notwithstanding anything contained in  “  The Criminal 
Procedure Code, 1883,”  and “  The Criminal Procedure Code 
Am endm ent Ordinance, 1890,”  any police magistrate specially 
em powered in  this behalf may try in  m anner hereinafter 
provided all or any o f  the follow ing offences :—

(a ) Offences against the Ceylon Penal Code, sections 
157, 257, 258, 259, 270, 271, 272, 278, 279, 282, 
283, 285, 286,287, 289, 314, 325, 327, 332, 343,409,

T HE following by-laws framed under the Ordinance No. 19 o f  1891, relating to Markets in the Northern 
Province, are published for general information.

By His Excellency the Governor’ s command,
Colonial Secretary’s Office, E. Noel Walker,

Colombo, December 22, 1892. -------------- Colonial Secretary.
’  By-laws referred to.

Public Markets.
1. Public markets shall be open daily from 5 a .m. to 9 p.u.
2. Every stall-keeper, boutique-keeper, or occupier o f any hut or building paying rent for the ground, 

or occupation o f  a stall in a building in a public market, shall clean or sweep the same 'daily, and shall keep 
it in a clean and wholesome state.

3. No fish or meat o f any description shall be brought into, exposed for sale, or sold in any places 
except those set apart for the sale of fish or o f meat in each public market in which such’sale is allowed, and 
such places shall be used exclusively for the keeping, exposing, or selling o f  such fish or meat respectively.

4. Persons erecting huts in the spaces set apart for such huts shall erect them only in such lines as 
may be determined on by the Chairman for the public convenience and for proper passage and ventilation.

5. No shed in the spaces other than those set apart under section 4 o f  the Ordinance shall have a 
larger floor measurement than 6 feet by 4 feet, nor be less than 6 feet in height at the corner posts.

6. The Committee may mark off in each market such spaces for stalls as may seem to it necessary.
7. The Committee may through the Chairman enter into leases, which may extend to twelve months, 

on lease bonds containing such terms as the Committee thinks just, and as may be agreed to by the lessees.
8. Rents or fees shall be paid to the persons appointed by the-Committee to recover them..
9. Commission may be paid to such persons at rates fixed by the Committee.

10. The Chairman or any person authorised by him may put up to public auction the Tight to occupy 
for twelve months the several stalls in the buildings or lots in the spaces other than the. spaces set apart 
under section 4 o f  the Ordinance. The Chairman may, at his discretion, accept the offers of the highest 
bidders, or accept lower offers, or reject all offers made, provided that the offers made and accepted shall 
not be less than at the rate o f one cent per square foot o f floor area per month, and that the bidders whose 
offers are accepted shall thereupon enter into the required bonds referred to in by-law.

11. The Chairman may let any vacant stall or lot o f ground in the spaces not set apart under section 
4 o f the Ordinance for any less period than twelve months on payment o f a rent or fee at the rate o f  one cent 
per square foot o f  floor area per month.

12. A  statement o f all such sales and lettings as are referred to in by-laws Nos. 7, 10, and 11 shall 
be laid before the Committee at their next meeting.

13. . A ny ccfcppier qf the space set apart in section 4 o f the Ordinance neglecting or refusing to remove 
his building, hut, or shed within the time fixed in the Ordinance shall be liable to the penalty provided' by 
section 8 o f  the Ordinance. . c
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' Privatei. Markets.
14. The fee for a license to hold a private market shall be one rupee a year.

General.
15. No person shall take any cattle, sheep, goats, swine, or other animals into any part of the market 

except into such places as may be set apart therefor ; and no person shall ‘allow his cart, carriage, or other 
conveyance to stand in any part o f the market ground except when being loaded or unloaded.

16. No person affected with, or suffering from, any cutaneous disease shall occupy any stall, or expose 
for sale any provisions whatsoever.

17. N o person shall throw offal, dirt, filth, or rubbish, or commit nuisance by easing himself on any 
market ground, or in any building, hut, or shed in such ground, or on the high roads bordering the same.

18. No person shall kill any animal, or flay or disembowel any carcass within the limits .o f any 
market, or on the high roads bordering the same.

Market-keepers, tgc.
19. It shall be lawful for the Committee to appoint, to remunerate, to dismiss, and to make rules for 

the duties o f market-keepers, inspectors, and others necessary for the conservancy of the markets'.
20. Any person obstructing the market-keeper or other person employed by the Committee in the 

lawful execution of his duty shall be liable to the penalty provided by section 8 o f  the Ordinance.

By-laws fob Market-keepers, &c.
1. The market-keeper shall reside within half a mile o f the market.
2. He shall see that the buildings, huts, or sheds referred to in clause 4 o f  the Ordinance are removed 

within the time fixed,
S. He shall see that the market is kept clean, and that the by-laws and the provisions of the Ordinance 

are observed by persons frequenting the market, and report any infringement thereof to the Chairman.
4. The inspectors shall visit the markets, public and private, as frequently as they can, but at least 

once a week, and report to the Chairman on the state o f the markets.
