NORTHERN PROVINCE.

JAFFNA DIsTRICT.

Weather : the weather was continuously wet. The rainfall registered by the Public Works Department at

Jaffna is 27°34 in., against 12-50 in December, 1895. The wind blew strong from the north-east.
Paddy, kalapokam, 1897 : the paddy is in blossom and ear. As the weather has continued to be favourable to
the cultivation, the prospects are very good ; the standing crop will compare favourably with that of any one of the

best years past. . . .
Dry grain : the reaping of kurakkan was continued, and the harvesting of mondi and putchami commenced

during the month. The outturn is reported to be fair. . . .
Varako and karuttachchami are in blossom and ear. They have been alightly damaged by too much rain.

Kollu, uluntho, and payaro are in plants and blossom ; prospects good.
Prices of staple articles : paddy, Re. 1'72 per bushel ; rice, Rs. 4'50 per bushel ; kurakkan, Re. 1-40 per bushel;

varako, Re. 1-50 per bushel ; tinaichchamy, Re. 1-50 per bushel ; panichchamy, Re. 1-50 per bushel.

Rainfall : at Anuradhapura 1282 in. ; abnormal throughout the Province.
Paddy : cultivation for the maha harvest has commenced. Some thawalu crops are young and some in ear.
Tanks : most of them are full, some in Tamankaduwa district are half full, some have breached owing to the

heavy rains.
. Health of cattle : cattle murrain still prevalent in some villages.

Health of people : satisfactory,
