Order

1. The area delimited in the First Schedule hereto shall be 
a town for the purposes of the Urban Councils Ordinance, No.' 61 
.of 1939 (hereinafter referred to as " the Ordinance ”), and the 
administrative limits of that town shall be the limits set out 
in that Schedule.

2. The name and designation of the Urban Council to be 
constituted under the Ordinance for the aforesaid town shall be 
the following: —

Weligama Urban Council ” .

3. The number of members of whom the Weligama Urban 
Council shall consist, shall be seven.

4. The town for which the Weligama Urban Council is To be 
constituted shall be divided into seven wards as defined in 
the Second Schedule hereto.
