W E S T E R N PROVINCE. 

COLOMBO AND NEGOMBO DISTRICTS. 

Paddy : the maha harvest has opened, and preparation is being made for yala cultivation. 
Dry grain : no cultivation worth reporting. 
Other products : the supply of vegetables was good and prices were moderate, but fruit was rather scarce and dear. 
Prices of staple products : rice, from Rs. 4 to Rs. 4'50 a bushel; cocoanuts, from Rs. 28 to Rs. 35 a thousand. 
Rainfall : there were a few good showers of rain during the month, which will be beneficial to the cultivations.

RATNAPURA- DISTRICT. 
Paddy : in Kuruwiti, Nawadun, Atakalan, and Kukulu korales the maha crops are attaining maturity, and in 

a few places they are being reaped ; prospects are favourable. In Kadawata and Meda korales the peramaha crops 
are in flower. In Afcakalin, Kadawata, and Meda korales the yala fields are being prepared for cultivation. I n 
Kuruwiti korale the second maha plants are young, and in Kolonna korale the fields are being ploughed for the 
maha cultivation. , 1 -

Pine grain : the chena crops are ripe and ripening throughout the district ; prospects are favourable, except in 
Muttettupola and Bibilegama in Atakalan korale, which have been damaged by rain. The outturn of the amu crop 
in Kukulu korale was not favourable owing to drought which prevailed when the plants were yoymg. 

The health of the people is general satisfactory. A few cases of fever have occurred in Kuruwiti, Atakalan, 
Kadawata, Meda, and Kukulu korales. In Kadawata and Meda korales dysentery and sore-eyes prevail. 

Cattle murrain lingers in Muttettupola and Bibilegama in the Atakalan korale. 

KEGALLA DISTRICT. 
Paddy : maha is being reaped. Harvesting has been delayed by the recent rains. A fair yield is expected. 
Dry grain : hill paddy and iringu have been harvested ; the yield is good. Amu is being reaped. Kurakkan 

is being sown in Three Korales and Lower Bulatgama. 
Prises : paddy, Re. 1-50 per bushel; hill paddy, Re. P25 per bushel ; kurakkan, Re. 1 to Re. P25 per bushel ; 

amu, 75 cents per bushel. 
Rainfall: Ruwanwella, 4'78 in. ; Ambanpitiya, 5'78 in. 
Cattle disease : five cases of murrain have just been reported from Eheliyagoda on the Avisawella-Ratnapura 

road ; the animals attacked being cart bulls. Steps are being taken to prevent the sprea.d of the disease. 
Health of people : chickenpox and dysentery are prevailing in parts of the district.
