ABSTRACTS OF SEASON REPORTS FOR THE MONTH OF MAY, 1899,

WESTERN PROVINCE.
CoLomMBO AND NEGOMBO IDISTRICTS.
Paddy : sowing for yala was almost completed. Fields sown early in the season look promising at present.
Dry grain : no cultivation worth reporting.
Other products : the supply of vegetables and fruit was good, and prices were reasonable.
Priced of staple products : rice, from Rs. 3 to Rs. 475 a bushel ; cocoanuts, from Rs. 25 to Rs. 35 a thousand.
Rainfall : during the month the rainfall was abundant.

Remarks on harvest prospects generally : a good yala harvest may be generally expected.
Observations on the health of the inhabitants : with the exception of a few cases of measles, chickenpox, and

fever in some parts of the district, the health of the inhabitants was generally good.
KaArLuTarA DisTRICT.
Paddy : the sowing for the yala harvest is over. The delay was due to want of rain at the proper season,

Dry grain : nil.

Other products : fruits and vegetables are plentiful in the totamunes, but scarce in the korales.

Prices of staple products : imported rice, Rs. 4 a bushel in the totamunes, but Rs. 4 to Rs. 6 in the korales ;
cocoanuts, Bs. 30 to Bs. 35 a thousand in the totamunes and Rayigam korale, and Rs. 35 to Rs. 50 in Pasdun korale.

Rainfall : heavy.

Remarks on harvest prospects generally : fair.

Health of people : good.

Health of caftle : good except in Rayigam korale, where an outbreak of rinderpest took place on Perth

estate.
