Description of Zand referred to. 
Land commonly called or known as Diyadawa Mukalana, situate in the village of Kotapola in the Morawak korale iit 

the Matara District, in the Southern Province, containing in extent 503 acres 1 rood and 22 perches, shown as lot 8,610 in 
preliminary plan 3,570, and described in the annexed plan, and bounded as follows : on the north by the ridge of the 
Diyadawakanda, which forms the village boundary between the villages Kotapola and Pallegama ; on the east by the road 
from Morawaka to Deniyaya ; on the south by the road from Morawaka to Deniya, a portion̂ of Diyadawakanda sold by 
Crown to C. G. Don Bastian (title plans 95,501 and 9,502); on the west by Labugalelladola, Kotapolakanda belonging to 
Crown, Ibalamalweladeniya belonging to Crown, and the ridge of Diyadawakanda forming the village boundary between 
Kotapola and Pallegama.
