(viii) direct that in every area where maximum prices are fixed by this Order every person who sells any artilce specified
in column 1 of the Schedule hereto by wholesale shall, and every person who sells any article specified in column 1
of that Schedule by retail shall, on demand, give the purchaser thereof a receipt in which there shall be set out—

(a) the date of the sale ;
(b) the quantity of such article sold (by weight) ;
(c) the price paid for the quantity sold, and
' (d) the nature of the transaction, that is to say, whether the sale was by wholesale or retail ;
