Description of Land referred to.

Galpotedeniyewatta belonging to Ranawirage Dines and others, Medagodahena belonging to Crown ; on the south byMedagoda-
hena belonging to Crown ; on the west by Telumbugahawatta claimed by Edirisinkumaseruge Don Tiyadoris.
