description, of Land referred to. 
The land commonly called or known as Tennehena, Marawehena, Kosgahahena, Kapugahahena, and other chenas 

lying adjacent to each other and forming one tract, situate in the village of Beralapanatara in the Morawak korale of the 
Matara District, in the Southern Province, containing in extent 102 acres and 1 rood and shown as lot 45 in the annexed plan, 
and bounded as follows : on the north by the footpath from Beralapanatara to Moragala and Dandugahakoratuwa claimed by 
Badalge Don Luwis and others, Hiwalaketugalagawahena claimed by ditto, the footpath from Beralapanatara to Moragala 
and Tennehena belonging to Crown, Udadolihena belonging to Crown, Galpolahena belonging to Crown, Marawehena 
belonging to Crown ; on the east by Kekunahena belonging to Crown, Potewahena belonging to Crown, Diwiyagallenehena 
belonging to Crown ; on the south by Diwiyagallenehena belonging to Crown, Hindolahena belonging to Crown, Diniyan-
gahahena belonging to Crown, Karalowitahena belonging.to Crown, Karalowitawatta belonging to Mahappubadalge Don 
Allis, Karalowitawatta belonging to Crown, and Gulahena belonging to Crown ; on the west by Gulanehena belonging to 
Crown and Gamagekumbura belonging to Badalge Don Allis and others.
