W E S T E R N PROVINCE. 

COLOMBO AND NEGOMBO DISTRICTS. 

Paddy : maha paddy plants are about four months old. A fairly good harvest is expected. 
Dry grain : no cultivation worth reporting. 
Other products : the supply of vegetables was good and prices were moderate, but fruit was rather scarce and 

dear. 
Prices of staple products : rice, from Rs. 3 -25 to Rs. 5 a bushel ; cocoanuts, from Rs. 25 to Rs. 32 a 

thousand. 
Rainfall: the rainfall during the month was- sufficient for the purposes of cultivation. 
Remarks on harvest prospects generally : a fairly good maha crop is expected. 
Observations on the health of the inhabitants : with the exception of a few cases of fever, chickenpox,

Wanni Hatpattu.—Paddy crop : limited extent has been cultivated ; crops young ; prospects seem extremely 
poor for want of the usual rains. F i n e grain : kurakkan has not grown in the larger portion. The crops grown are 
suffering from want of rain ; prospects seem extremely unfavourable. Rainfall has been irregular. Health of 
people: fever, coughs, and cold prevail. Health of cattle : fair, but mouth-and-hoof disease prevailing in some 
parts of the hatpattu. 
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Wendawili Hatpattu.—Paddy : about 400 acres of piuldv land were cultivated during the month. No chena 
cultivation. Weather was favourable for the young cvoo. Rainfall : there was sufficient rain during the month. 
Health of people and cattle : fair. 

Dambadeniya Hatpattu.—Paddy crops : progressing fairly. Fine grain : no chena cultivation at present. 
Health of people and cattle : good. 

Katugampola Hatpattu.—Paddy: ci'op young, but looking well only in some korales; prospects unfavourable for 
want of sufficient rain. Fine grain : crop young, but withered mostly ; prospects unfavourable for want of sufficient 
rain. Has rained five days. Health of people and cattle : satisfactory. 

Hiriyala Hatpattu.—Paddy : crop of some korales yet in the first stage, and sowing is ye.t going on ; prospects : 
in some korales the crop is bad owing to continued rain, and in others good. Fine grain : crop yet tender ; prospects 
good. Health of people; fair, but malarial fever, cold, coughs, & c , prevail to some extent. Health of cattle: 
mouth-and-hoof disease prevails in almost all the korales. Murrain in one korale. 

PUTTALAM DISTRICT. 

Paddy : in Demala hatpattu about 398 acres have been sown for the maha harvest of 1900, and the condition 
of the crop is good. In Rajakumarawanni pattu and "in Akkarai pattu south of the Putfcalam pattu about 25 acres 
and 35 acres, respectively, have been sown. The crop in the latter is good, but in the former not so for want of 
sufficient rain. In Akkarai pattu north of the Kalpitiya division about 25 acres have been sown, and the crop is in 
good condition. In Pomparippu pattu about 40 acres are under cultivation. 

Fine grain : in Demala hatpattu about 300 acres of land have been sown with kurakkan for the maha harvest 
of 1900, and the plants are not in good condition for want of rain. In Rajakumarawanni pattu of the Puttalam 
pattu about 50 acres of land have been sown with kurakkan and chillies, &c, and the crop is not good for want of 
sufficient rain. 

Tobacco : in Puttalam and Akkarai pattus about 50 acres of land have been utilized for tobacco cultivation, 
and the plants are in good condition. 

Staple products : the price of rice ranged from Rs. 3"75 to Rs. 4'50 per bushel; of paddy, from Re. 1 to Re. 1'50 ; 
of kurakkan, from 75 cents Re. 1 : and of cocoanuts, from Rs. 3 to Rs. 4 per 100 nuts. 

Health of the people : in Demala hatpattu the health of the people in general was good. The fever season 
has just commenced and cases are daily increasing, and cough and colds, diarrhosa, dysentery, and ophthalmia are 
prevailing to some extent, and the parangi cases reported last month have neither increased nor decreased. In Puttalam 
and Rajakumarawanni pattus and Akkarai pattu south fever, which is usual during this time of the year, prevails to 
some extent. In Kalpitiya division the health of the people was not very satisfactory, fever and cough prevailing 
to a great extent. 

Rainfall: the rainfall registered in November at Puttalam was 10-64 in., against 21-27 in. last year for the 
corresponding month.
