The term 
“ Ceylonese ” shall mean and include a citizen of Ceylon by 
descent or by registration. The employment of non-Ceylonese 
labour without the prior permission and concurrence of the 
Superintendent of Health Services, Anuradhapura, will be con­
sidered a breach of the contract and will render the contract 
liable to be cancelled and the contractor penalised in terms of 
the conditions of contract.

12. The contractor shall indemnify the Government against 
any claims by or in respect of any employee of the contractor 
under the Workmen’s Compensation Ordinance, No. 19 of 1934. 
or any statutory amendments, modifications or extensions 
thereof.

13. A sum not exceeding Rs. 300 in cash will be required as 
security for the whole contract or part of it as may be demanded 
by the Superintendent of Health Services, Anuradhapura.

14. The successful tenderer should be prepared to enter into 
a contract with the Director of Health Services for the satis­
factory performance of the contract.

Contractors precluding him from having any concern in a 
Government contract.

20. The laws of the Government of Ceylon will apply to this 
contract.
