.13 or 16 of the said Ordinance, shall, when completed, be transmitted by the Government Agent to 
the Governor for the approval or disallowance thereof by the said Governor, with the advice of the 
Executive Council, and in case such rules shall be approved, notice of- such approval shall be given 
by Procamation, and the said rules shall, be published in the Government Gazette and in the district 
in such manner as to the Government Agent shall seem expedient, and shall thereupon become 
binding upon all proprietors within the said district, and shall be as legal, valid, and 'effectual as if 
the same had been inserted in the said Ordinance: . . •

And whereas it is expedient that the following rules, which have been transmitted by the 
Government Agent of the North-Western Province, and approved by His Excellency the Governor, 
with the advice of the Executive Council, s' ' ’ .

Rules referred to.
1. For every range of fields cultivated within the District of Chilaw there shall be an

irrigation superintendent, to)be styled vel-vidane, vel-duraya, or vel-dewaya, who 'shall 
be elected by the majority of the proprietors of paddy lands within the range, at a 
meeting to be held for the purpose, at which the Assistant Government Agent or officer :
authorized by him shall preside ; and no such election shall be valid unless the person 
elected shall be approved of by the Assistant Government Agent, who shall also have the 
power of dismissing the incumbent at his discretion. Provided that where two or more 
ranges of fields shall be fed by the same tank it shall not be necessary to elect more than 
one Irrigation Superintendent unless the majority of the proprietors so desire. .

2. The headman so appointed shall have the entire supervision over the irrigation and
cultivation of paddy lands within his limits, subject to the instructions of the irrigation ; 
sub-inspector, if any, in regard to work to be done in connection with the repair of the 
bunds and maintenance of sluices and spills. In case of disagreement between the 
headman and the sub-inspector, the Assistant Government Agent will decide the ; 
matter in dispute. They shall enforce the following rules and bring all breaches of the ’ 
same before the Village Council. ■ ■
■ 3. The irrigation headman'appointed under these rules, as well as those previously 
appointed and continuing in office, shall be entitled to a suwandiram or commission, for 
which they shall give receipts on all the produce of paddy lands within their sub-divisions » 
(except hill paddy) at the rate of 1£ percent, on the produce, and payable at the thresh- . 
ing floors before any grain is removed or division effected.

4. The irrigation headman shall give notice by beat of tom-tom of the times at which
it is proper to commence operations for the cultivation of each season ; and any failure 
by the cultivators or their goiyas (of whom a list sbaH'be furnished to the irrigation 
headman) to" commence operations at the time so fixed by this notice, shall be considered : 
a breach of rides, and the party or parties liable to the penalties provided for such. •. :

5. Minor water-courses loading from the general channels ave to be cleared and kept
in repair by the proprietors through whose lands they run ; and all overgrowth (caStoiit 
cf)^$) in the fields to be similarly kept under water for three days at least. ^

6. General channels, amunas, and embankments of tanks, &c., are to be repaired by \
the common labour of all the goiyas benefiting under the same, and shall be inspected ,• 
once in three days by the irrigation headman during the cultivation season,' and daily i 
during seasons of flood. - ■ j

7. All owners or cultivators of fields shall make up their ridges at the same time, *
repair breaches, and leave proper gaps (vakkadu or navatu) for the conveyance of water !

8. When the fields of any tract have been prepared for sowing, the water shall first be j

. \V 'Y^lon®yor, ^ ere *8 !l deficiency of water, the field which requires most water, 
(which is furthest from maturity) shall be first abandoned, a n d  this point shall be decided 
by the irrigation headman and two assessors.

12. The owners and cultivators of all new lands which may hereafter be asweddu- 
mizud shall become liable for their joint shares of labour, and entitled to all the rights 
and privileges that belong to the owners of all lands at present reclaimed : but rights of 
water to lands are limited to lands within the boundary of the village.

13. Fences and watch huts shall be constructed at the time and places determined by 
the irrigation headman ; the whole of the labour for these purposes, as well as for 
watching until maturity of crops, being the joint labour of the cultivators.
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14. No person shall be exempted from contributing his proper quota of all joint 
labour on the ground that his land is not cultivated for the season.

15. The description of paddy to be sown in a tract of fields need not be the same 
throughout, but the irrigation headman should determine the description considered most 
advantageous, and proprietors cultivating with a later description shall not thereby 
become entitled to a larger share of water, and shall not require the other cultivators to 
continue to watch the range of fields till their cultivation is complete.

16. On the other hand, should dissentient cultivators sow with a more rapidly 
ripening paddy than the majority, they must nevertheless keep up fencing and watering 
till the-crops of those who used the description of seed determined upon at first are all 
resped, and they must not remove their crops from the fields before the rest.

17. No person shall open the fence of any tract of land between the time of sowing 
and removing the crops, for the purpose of tethering cattle on any part of it remaining 
uncultivated, or for any other purpose whatever, without the consent of all the 
proprietors.

18. No person shall alter or injure any limitary ridge or other boundary between 
fields in the same tract, either by encroaching upon it or cutting the trees or other 
indications thereon ; and on information that this has been done, the irrigation headman 
shall proceed as soon as possible to the spot with witnesses, and as far as practicable 
restore every such alteration to its original state, provided that such restoration shall be 
effected within eight days, inclusive of the time of the offence being committed.

19. If the proprietors of any field in a tract do not intend to sow their field for the 
season,'they shall give due notice of such intention to the adjacent shareholder or 
holders in i,he presence of the irrigation headman on or before, the 1st of June, if for 
malm harvest, and the 1st of February if for theyala ; and the share of such non-cultivator 
in that case may be cultivated free of rent for that season by the adjacent shareholders, 
all the duties of the non-cultivator being performed by the person or persons so cultivat­
ing in his stead for tho season. Such owner may however give out his share in “ anda ” 
after due notice on the above dates being given to the irrigation headman.

20. Tho bunds of all tanks shall be yearly raised and cleared by the communal labour of 
all landowners benefited by such tanks. The work shall be distributed according to the 
extent!of laud under the tank owned by each shareholder,tand the share of the work to 
be done by each shareholder shall be decided by the irrigation headman of the district. 
In the pvent of any water-course or dam being accidentally injured to such an extent that 
it cannot bo repaired in the ordinary mauner, the irrigation headman shall by beat of 
tom-tom cull on all tho proprietors or cultivators benefited by such water-course or 
dam to attend at the spot and assist in repairing the same; and such cultivators and 
proprietors thus called upon shall attend and contribute the necessary labour. A report 
of such accident shall be made immediately to the Mudaliyar of the pattu, and by him 
to the Assistant Government Agent. In all instances when dams and banks of water­
courses have been damaged by cattle, the owners thereof shall be liable to the penalties' 
provided for a breach of rules.

22. Until the bund has attained the standard dimensions, each proprietor shall annually 

contribute not less than one cube of earthwork for eaoh -parrah 'of paddy land owned 
- beueath the tank.

23. The earthwork shall be done at such times as shall be fixed by the irrigation 
headman, of which at least one month’s notice shall he given by beat of tom-tom.

24. .No proprietor or other person shall be at liberty to do any act in his own interest 
calculated to affect injuriously the interests of other proprietors.

25. .Any proprietor or cultivator neglecting or delaying to contribute when called 
upon his proper quota of labour to the immediate repairs of any water-courses, elas, or 
dams by which his lands are benefited, shall be considered liable to the penalties 
provided for a breach of rules. The works so neglected or delayed shall be done by the 
headman, and the expenses incurred by him for such work, together with one rupee as 
remuneration to the headman for every day of his attention for such work, shall be 
recovered from the defaulter or defaulters as provided" for by the Ordinance.

26. ’Whenever any damage is done to paddy cultivation by cattle, the irrigation 
headman should inspect the same, and together with not less than three witnesses appraise 
the damage so done. This being done, the owner or the keeper of the cattle shall be 
called upon to pay immediately the assessed damage, and in case he fails to do so, the 
damage shall be recovered as provided by the. Ordinance No. 9 of 1876.
. 27y »At the time the water is to be turned on to the crops for purposes of irrigation, 

the irrigation headman shall be present and shall regulate the times and places at which 
water shall be turned on to the different portions of the field or tract of field.

28. Within fifteen days after the crops have been stacked as usual, it will be the duty 
of the irrigation headman ‘to give notice to all the cultivators by beat of tom-tom to 
repair th4 embankments of the tank or tanks which have been cut for the express purpose 
of lefctiiK' :• 5 '.' ’'gate the paddy crops aforesaid, and the said headman shall be
y  .. • the gaps are fully repaired.
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30. It shall not be lawful to remove any cow-dung lying on | addy fields or the beds 
of tanks for sale or for any other purposeiwliatsoever, except for laying on the floors of 
houses.

31. No water shall be taken from any tank so long as there is rain water in the field 
sufficient for purposes of cultivation.

32. No person shall cultivate the bed of a tank without permission of the Chief 
Headman of the division. Appeals shall lie to the Assistant Government Agent.

33. Water shall not be held up in any tank to a higher level than the appointed head 
of water.

34. Every tank shall be provided with an adequate spill or wana, the earthwork in 
connection with which shall be done by the proprietor.

35. ' Any irrigation headman convicted of any act of negligence, malice, or partiality 
in the exercise of his duties, shall be deemed to be guilty of a breach of rules and shall 
be punishable accordingly.

36. The bund of a tank in which a sluice has been inserted, shall not after such 
insertion be cut for any purpose whatsoever without the permision of the Assistant 
Government Agent.

March, 1897, I have the honour to transmit to you herewith printed copies of revised regulations 
which have been received from the Lords Commissioners of the Admiralty for the entry of Engineer 
Students in Her Majesty’s Navy and for Students in Naval Construction.

These regulations, which include the scheme of examination, should be substituted for the 
enclosures to the above-mentioned circular despatches.

Regulations for the Entry of Engineer Students in Her Majesty’s Navy and for Students in
Naval Construction.

[Admiralty, 1st October, 1899.
( The Engineer Students to be trained for service afloat as Engineer Officers.')

( The Students in Naval Construction to be trained with a view to their joining the Royal Corps o f Naval Constructors.)

1. Appointments to Engineer Studentships will be made by open competition, with the under-mentioned 
exceptions:—

Three Engineer Studentships given annually to sons of gentlemen in the Colonies on the recommenda­
tion o f the Secretary of State for the Colonies.0

Service candidates, the number of which will not exceed one-fifth of the total number of Engineer Stu­
dents to be entered who will be selected by the Board of Admiralty from sons of Officers of the 
Navy, Army, or Royal Marines who have been killed in action or who have been lost at sea on 
active service, or killed on duty, or who have died of wounds'received in action or injuries received 
on duty within six months from the date of such action or injury, or sons of Officers of the Navy or 
Royal Marines who have performed long and meritorious service.f

Colonial and Service candidates will .be entered on qualifying as specified in paragraph 7, but in all other 
respects they will be subject to these regulations.

Candidates must be o f pure European descent, and the sons either of natural born British subjects or of 
parents naturalized in the United Kingdom.

I f any doubt arises upon this question, the burden of clear proof that he is qualified will rest upon the candi­
date himself.

The educational examination of all candidates will be conducted by the Civil Service Commissioners. A fee 
o f 11. will be required from each candidate.

. . Applications.
2. The list of candidates for the appointments by open competition will be kept at the office of the Civil 

Service Commissioners. All applications for the forms to be filled up by persons who wish to compete must be sent 
to the Secretary, Civil Service Commission, London, S. W ., on or after the First of December in each year, and care 
must be taken that the forms when filled up reach the Civil Service Commissioners on or before the 15th February 
following, as no notice will be taken of forms received after that date. The list of nominated candidates will be kept 
at the Admiralty.

Age and Character.
3. Candidates must be not less than 14}, and not more than 16} years of age on the 1st of May following the 

examination.
Evidence o f age and character will not be required before the examination, but candidates successful in it will 

not be eligible for appointment unless they satisfy the Civil Service Commissioners on these points.
4. Every candidate entered must be in good health, and free from any physical defect of body, impediment 

o f speech, defect of sight or hearing, and also from any predisposition to constitutional or hereditary disease or weak­
ness of any kind, and in all respects well developed and active in proportion to his age. He will be required to pass 
a medical examination according to the prescribed regulations, and must have been found physically fit for the Navy.J

Medical Examination.
The medical examination of the successful candidates will be held as soon as possible after the result of the 

educational examination is known.

* The names of the Colonial candidates must be received at the Admiralty from the Colonial Office on or before the 
First of January in each year.

t  Applications for nominations must be made so as to arrive at the Admiralty before the First of January in each 
year, and should be addressed to the Secretary of the Admiralty, if the candidate iB the son of an Officer of the Navy or 
Marines; to the Military Secretary, Horse-Guards, if the oandidate is a sou of an Officer of the Army ; and to the Military 
Secretary, India Office, if the candidate is the son of an Offloer of the Indian Army,

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Candidates will be medically examined at the Admiralty in London, or at a Naval port or establishment, or one 
of Her Majesty’s shpis, which will be selected by the Admiralty as near as possible to their place of residence. All 
candidates who at the time of their medical examination cannot produce certificates to the satisfaction of the 
examining officers that they have been re-vaccinated, must be re-vaocinated before they can be considered eligible 
for entry.

Educational Examination.
5. The educational examination will be held in London, Portsmouth, Devonport, Edinburgh, and Dublin ; 

it will take place in the month of March of each year. The exact date may be ascertained by application to the 
Secretary, Civil Service Commission, on or after the First of December in each year. The examination of Colonial 
candidates in the Colonies will be conducted under the superintendence of the Commander-in-Chief of the Naval 
Station, but the marks will be assigned by the Civil Service Commissioners, to whom the worked papers will be sent 
as soon as possible.

Subjects of Educational Examination.
6. Candidates will be examined in the following subjects0 :—

They will be expected to take up all the subjects in Class I., and may also take up Drawing and one 
other subject in Class II.

In order to qualify for entry they must obtain such an aggregate of marks in Class I. as may satisfy 
the'Civil Service Commissioners.

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Informing Result of Examination.
8. Candidates will be informed by letter from the Civil Service Commission o f the result of their examination, 

except in the case of the Colonial candidates residing abroad, who will be informed by telegram from the Admiralty 
so as to enable them to join the Training College at Devonport as soon as possible after they have been found 
medically fit.

Entry as Engineer Students.
9. The number of appointments to be made in each year will be fixed by their Lordships. The successful 

candidates will be entered as Engineer Students in H. M. Navy on the First of July in each year, and will be borne 
on the books of the Depdt Ship at Devonport for disciplinary purposes. The period of training will be for five years.

Payments to be made.
10. The parent or guardian of each student entered under these regulations will be required to pay the sum 

of 401. per annum for the period the student may be under training. It will, however, be at the discretion of the 
Lords Commissioners of the Admiralty to select from among the students entered at each yearly examination a 
number not to exceed five, being sons of Officers of the Navy, Army, or Royal Marines, or of Civil Officers under the 
Board of Admiralty, with respect to whom the annual payment will be 25/. only. Their Lordships also reserve the 
power to further reduce this latter sum in the case of sons of Officers killed or drowned, or who have otherwise lost their 
lives on service. In making their selection, my Lords will have regard solely to the pecuniary circumstances of the 
parents or guardians of the students.

Payments to be made Half-yearly in Advance.
11. The payments are to be made half-yearly, in advance, to the Cashier of H. M. Dockyard at Devonport; 

the first payment is to be made on or before the 1st of July, the date of entry of the student, and the subsequent 
payments, on or before the 1st January and 1st July, during the remainder of the student’s training. Should a 
student leave from any cause or be dismissed from the service, not any portion of the payments that have been made 
in his behalf will be "refunded.

Clothing, Washing, dec. Medical Attendance.
12. The parents or guardians will also be required to provide the uniform or other clothing, washing, and 

personal necessaries of the student. Medical attendance will be provided by the Admiralty.

18. The students will reside during their course of training in the Training College at Devonport, where they 
will be boarded free of charge.

Health Certificate to be furnished.
16. Every student on first joining, or on returning to the Training College after the vacations, will be required 

to produce a health certificate-signed by his parent or guardian, not earlier than the day before his return to the 
Training College—to the effect that, so far as is known to his parent or guardian, he has not for at least three weeks 
immediately preceding bis first joining, or during the vacation, been exposed to any infectious disease, or entered any 
house where such disease has existed. A certificate, drawn up in the necessary form, will be sent to each parent, and 
failure on the part of the student to produce this certificate, duly filled up and signed, on his return to the Training 
College, will entail his being isolated until the certificate is received.

Continuance of Pay.
17, The students will draw pay while on leave.
When absent on acoount of injuries or sickness from causes beyond their own control they will not be deprived 

of pay until such absence amounts to six months in the aggregate during any period of twelve months, at the expi­
ration of which time a special report is to be made to their Lordships.

Discharge, if unfit.
18. Students pronounced at the end of twelve months’ absence on account of sickness or injuries to be 

permanently unfit or unlikely to be capable of entering Her Majesty’s Service as Assistant Engineers, or as Assistant 
Constructors, will be discharged. Should any student in the course of his training develop physical unfitness for the 
service, he will be discharged.

Supervision of Students.
19. The students will be under the supervision of the Admiral Superintendent of the Dockyard and a Staff 

of Officers, and subject to such rules and regulations as their Lordships may deem necessary. During their residence 
in the Training College, the students will be subject to Naval discipline, under the supervision of the Naval Officer 
superintending the College.

Course of Instruction at College and in Dockyard.
20. During their course of training, the students will receive instructions in mathematics, physics, chemistry, 

and other theoretical subjects relating to Engineering, under the Head Master of the College, assisted by a Staff of 
Instructors.

They will receive practical training in the engineering workshops, and drawing office of the Dockyard, and will 
also receive instruction m iron shipbuilding. ’
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They will attend classes for such periods, and for the study of such subjects, as may from time to time be 
determined on. Means will be afforded them of acquiring the groundwork of the knowledge required by a Naval 
Engineer respecting the construction and working of the engines, boilers, and appliances in connection therewith 
used on board ship, including the repairs of machinery which can be carried out afloat, also as to the construction and 
working of electric light, refrigerating, air compressing, torpedo and gun machinery, and in becoming generally 
acquainted with the duties of a Naval Engineer.

While the Engineer Students are being instructed in iron shipbuilding they will be under the direction of the 
Chief Constructor.

Discharge or Suspension of Appointment for unsatisfactory Conduct.
21. .Those students who fail to mako satisfactory progress, or give no hope of becoming efficient officers, or 

are guilty of persistent misconduct, will be discharged from the service.
In the event of serious misconduct on the part of Senior Engineer Students, which may not be of such a nature 

as to entail dismissal, their appointments as Probationary Assistant Engineer will be withheld for such period as may 
be considered necessary, after passing for this rank, on the completion of their period of training. During this period 
they will be employed in the workshops only, and their conduct will be reported to the Admiralty quarterly.

Examination of Students.
22. Students will be examined twice a year, under the directions of the President of the Royal Naval College, 

Greenwich.
The intermediate examination at the end of the second year of training will be as follows, subject to modifica-

tion, if considered desirable :—

Examination as to Practical Acquirements.—Prizes.
23. Students will also be examined in Engineering and other practical subjects at the end of each year of 

training. At the practical examination at the end of the second year, 30 per cent, marks must be obtained for quali­
fying. Prizes will be given annually to the students most highly reported on for their skilful workmanship, and for 
distinction at the examinations in professional and educational subjects. Proficiency in the educational subjects, and 
in practical engineering and shipbuilding respectively, will bo considered essential at all examinations.

Students who fail at end of Second Year.
24. Students who fail to pass either the intermediate educational or practical examinations will be dismissed, 

unless reasons, satisfactory to their Lordships, are given for their failure.
Appointment as Students in Naval Construction.—Bonds.

25. Students in Naval Construction not exceeding two in number annually may be appointed  ̂from among 
Engineer Students who have shown special ability at the end of their second year of training. The students in Naval 
Construction, on appointment must join with their parents or gardians in a bond for 5001. to enter, if required, into 
Her Majesty’s Service as Assistant Constructors, if at the expiration of their training they should obtain certificates of 
good conduct and efficiency. They will continue to be under Naval discipline until their entry as Assistant Constructors.

A form of the required bond is annexed.
An Assistant Constructor will not be permitted to leave the service until seven years after the completion of 

his term at the Royal Naval College, unless he shall pay the sum of 5001. for the charges incurred by the public for 
his education.

Training of Students.
26. Students in Naval Construction will complete five years’ training in the Training College, and will be 

subject to the same conditions as to fees, pay, uniform, and other details as laid down in these Regulations, and as 
may be prescribed from time to time for Engineer Students. Their course of instruction will be laid down from 
time to time.

Examination of Engineer Students at end of Fifth Year.
27. The Final Examination of Engineer Students at the end of the fifth year will be as follows, subject to 

modification at any time if considered desirable :—

28. The students who pass the required standard will be allowed to proceed to the Royal Naval College for a 
further course of instruction.

Regulations for passing for Probationary Assistant Engineers.
29. In order to qualify as Probationary Assistant Engineers, students must obtain the following proportion of 

marks at the final examination. These regulations will be subject to modification if considered desirable :—
The standard for admission to the Royal Naval College will be 60 per cent, or above, on the combined totri 

of the obligatory and optional subjects. Certificates will be awarded depending on'the result of the 
final examination there. "

The standard for passing with a Second Class Certificate will be 50 per cent, on the total of obligatory 
subjects.

The standard for passing with a Third Class Certificate will be 30 per cent, on the total of obligatory 
subjects.

Students who obtain less than 30 per cent, on the total of obligatory subjects will be considered ineligible 
for appointment as Probationary Assistant Engineers.

Failure of Engineer Students.
30. Engineer Students who fail to qualify in the final examination will be discharged unless specially allowed 

to serve another year. Failure at the end of the sixth year will in every case involve dismissal from the service.

Examination in Professional Subjects, &c., and Practical Workmanship.
31. The final examination of candidates in professional subjects and knowledge of engine-room duties will 

be held by the Officers of the Dockyard Reserve in time for certificates to be forwarded to the Admiralty by the 9th 
.of June. Certificate of proficiency in Practical Workmanship, from the Chief Engineer of the Dockyard, should

f  also be forwarded by the same date.
These Practical Certificates from Reserve and Dockyard will be marked Very Creditable, Creditable, or 

Ordinary, in accordance with the proficiency of the candidates.

Failure to obtain Certificates.
Students failing to obtain these certificates are liable to dismissal, but they may be allowed to serve such 

further period, not exceeding one year, as may be determined upon, and again submit themselves for examination.

To be able to swim.
32. -Students will not be entered as Probationary Assistant Engineers, or Probationary Assistant Constructors 

until they have learned to swim.
Date of Appointment and Proceeding to the Royal Naval College.

33. Engineer Students who pass the" necessary examinations will be entered as Probationary Assistant, 
Engineers on the 1st of July of the year of examination, and will be appointed to one of the Dockyard Reserves.

Students who have qualified for the further course of instruction at the Royal Naval College will proceed 
there on the 1st of October following their examination.

Confirmation of Probationary Assistant Engineers.
34. All Probationary Assistant Engineers will be confirmed at the end of twelve months’ probationary time 

if their conduct and qualifications are satisfactory. The pay of Probationary Assistant Engineers will be 6s. a day, 
and they will receive Is. 6d. a day in lieu of provisions, &c. Those who hold First and Second Class Certificates 
will count twelve mouths and six months of their probationary time, respectively, towards increase of pay from 6s. 
to 78. 6A. a day, and towards promotion to Kngineer ; and those who hold Third Class Certificates and have received 
very creditable certificates both from the Chief Engineer of the Dockyard and the Reserve Officers will count three 
months of their probationary time in a similar manner.

f Commission to be withheld for Misconduct, or failing to qualify at Royal Naval College.
35. In the event of the conduct or qualifications of any Probationary Assistant Engineer being reported not 

satisfactory during his twelve months’ probation, or of his failing to pass satisfactorily at the final examination at the 
Royal Naval College, his commission will be withheld for six months, or for such other period as may be considered 
desirable.

Assistant Engineers selected for further period of study at Royal Naval College.
36. A few Assistant Engineers may be selected annually from those who -take the highest place at the 

examination at the end of the first session at the Royal Naval College to pass through a further course of instruction 
during a second session. • On the examination at the end of the second session two or more Assistant Engineers may 
be selected to pass through a third and final session. Assistant Engineers during their second and third sessions will 
receive Is. 6ci. a day and Is. 6d. a day towards the mess. Assistant Engineers who complete three sessions at the 
College will be considered eligible to fill vacancies occurring in the civil appointments at the Dockyards and at the 
Admiralty, after they have served for three years as Engineer Officer of a seagoing ship.

37. The final examination of students in Naval Construction at tlie end of their fifth year will' be as follows,

Result of Examination.
38. Students in Naval Construction who obtain 50 per cent, or above on each group of subjects (A and B) 

will be eligible for entry as Probationary Assistant Constructors on the 1st of July of the year of examination, ana 
to proceed to the Royal Naval College on the 1st of October following, for study. Those who fail to pass the above- 
mentioned examination will be liable to be discharged, or dealt with as may be determined by their Lordships.

Disposal of Students in Naval Construction after Completion of Training.
39. On the completion of their taining, students in Naval Construction will be treated in the same way as 

Probationary Assistant Engineers for a time :—
(а) In the case of those who qualify for admission to the Royal Naval College as Probationary Assistant

Constructors ; until they join the College.
(б) In the case of those who fail; until a decision as to their disposal has been arrived at.

Probationary Assistant Contsructors’ Pay, <hc.
48. Probationary Assistant Constructors who, at any time, fail to obtain a satisfactory report of their quali­

fications, will be required to withdraw from the service, and forfeit the amount of the bond, or such less amount as 
their Lordships shall decide to recover, unless the failure be due to sickness. The pay of the Probationary Assistant 
Constructors, until the completion of their training at the Royal Naval College, will be the same as that of the 
Probationary Assistant Engineers and Assistant Engineers of the same service.

Admission to Corps of Naval Construction.
41. Such probationary Assistant Constructors only as obtain first or second class professional Certificates on 

their final examidation at the Royal Naval College will be admitted to the Corps of Naval Constructors, their first 
appointments being as Assistant Constructors, Third Class.

42. When appointed Assistant Constructors, Third Class, on leaving the College, they will cease to be under 
Naval discipline, except that they will have to proceed to sea for a term if so required.

Appointment of others as Draughtsmen.
43. Those who obtain Third Class Certificates will not be admitted to the Corps, but will be eligible to receive 

appointments as draughtsmen in the Dockyards.
Liability to Service Abroad.

44. Every student entering the Royal Corps of Naval Constructors will be liable to serve at any foreign Naval 
Establishment the Admiralty may direct.

Promotion in Corps of Naval Construction.
45. The period of service in the Third Class for all Assistant Constructors to be four years. If favourably 

reported on at the end of this period as to character, ability, and industry, each officer will be eligible for promotion to 
the Second Class. Promotions from the Second Class to the First Class of Assistant Constructors will be by selection. 
Those officers who have taken First Class Certificates on their final examination at the Royal Naval College will be 
eligible for promotion to First Class if favourably reported on after five years’ service reckoned from the date of leaving 
the College, and those who have obtained Second Class Certificates to be similarly eligible after seven years’ service.

Employment during Vacations at Royal Naval College.
46. The Assistant Engineers who pass the Second and Third sessions at the Royal Naval College will be 

attached during the vacation between the 30th June and 1st October to the Dockyard Reserves, where they will be 
employed in sketching machinery, attending trials of engines, and gaining such professional information as will be 
most useful to them in connection with designs of machinery.

The Assistant Constructors will be attached to the Dockyards during the vacations, and will be employed on e 
duties appertaining to their position.-
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Uniform.
47. Students on entry are to be provided with the following articles of uniform, according to the patterns laid 

down m the Uniform Regulations, 1891 :—

Students in Naval Construction to wear silver gray cloth round each cuff, instead of puple cloth.
Estimated cost of the above uniform, to last three years with care, not more than £20.
A Senior Engineer Student in his fourth or fifth year of service, on inquiring a new uniform jacket, may 

prooure a double-breasted one, similar in shape to that worn by a Commissioned Officer.
Patterns of the working suit and of the sleeves of the undress ooat and jacket are kept, and can be seen at the 

Admiralty, Whitehall, and at the Training College at Key ham, Devonport.

Books, Stationery, and Drawing Materials.
49. Students will be required to supply their own books, stationery, and drawing materials, and a list of books 

will be furnished to each on appointment.
Medical Examination.

50. With a view to prevent parents and guardians from incurring the inconvenience and expense of preparing 
candidates for entry as Engineer Students in Her Majesty’s Navy, who may be physically unfit for the service, it is 
suggested that the candidates be submitted to examination by the medioal adviser of the family, or any other registered 
medical practitioner, to whom the following points may be submitted as those upon which they will be physically 
examined by Naval Medical Officers. It is to be understood that this private examination is merely suggested as a 
guide to parents and guardians, and to lessen the chances of disappointment, and that it is by no means intended to 
take the place of, or to influence in any way, the regular official physical examination.

A weak constitution, arising from imperfect development or weakness of the physicial powers of the body, either 
hereditary or from chronic disease, wounds, or injuries.

Chronic eruptions on the skin or scalp.
Malformation of the head, with a dry, harsh, divergent state of the hair of the scalp, fracture or depression of 

the bones of the skull, disordered intellect, imbecility, epilepsy, paralysis, or impediment of speech.
Blindness or defective vision, as tested by Snellen’s test types, in one or both eyes, fistula lachrymalis, and ptosis.
Impaired hearing, or discharge from one or both ears, disease or thickening of the lining membrane of the 

external ear.
Disease of the bones of the nose or of its cartilages, and polypus.
Disease of the throat, palate, or tonsils; unsound teeth, offensive breath from constitutional causes, unhealthy 

gums, scrofulous diseases of the glands of the throat or neck, external cicatrices from scrofulous sores.
Functional or organic disease of the heart or blood-vessels, deformity or contraction of the chest, flattening of 

the sub-clavicular regions, phthisis, haemoptysis, bronchitis, dyspnoea, aphonia, chronic cough, or. other symptoms of 
tubercular exudation into the pulmonary tissues.

Swelling or distension of the abdomen, undue obesity, disease or enlargement of the liver, spleen, or kidneys. 
Rupture, weakness, or distension of the abdominal rings ; vesical weakness, or incontinence.

The existence of any congenital defect, or of varicocele. •
Any disease of or pertaining to the alimentary canal.
Paralysis, weakness, impaired motion, or contraction of the upper or lower extremities, from whatever cause ; 

aneurism, a varicose state of the veins, especially of the leg. Bunions, eistortion, malformation of the feet, or mal­
position of the fingers or toes.

Distortion of the spine, of the bones of the chest, or pelvis, from injury or constitutional defect.
51. The foregoing regulations will be generally followed, but my Lords will modify them from time to time 

as may be considered desirable.

ljkstra Pay.
The Chief Inspectors and Inspectors of Machinery in the reserves, in consideration of their responsible duties 

are allowed an additional 3s. a day.
Fleet, Staff and Chief Engineers of Flag Ships are allowed an additional 2s. 6d. to 5s. per day.

P rom otion .

Assistant Engineers, qualified for advancement, are eligible for promotion to the rank of Engineer after five 
years’ service. Assistant Engineers count their probationary time towards increase of pay and promotion, as stated 
in paragraph 34 of these regulations.

The promotion of Engineers, Fleet Engineers, and Inspectors of Machinery, depends on the number of vacancies 
that occur in the several superior ranks.

These pensions are established for affording some relief to retired officers, and are awarded to such retired 

officers as may be, in the opinion of the Admiralty, most deserving, under the conditions published in the Queen’s 
regulations and Admirality Instructions.

P ensions to W idows.
