- Mostyn-Field, H, M. Surveying Vessel Penguin, that in 
August, 1897, he sounded over an area embracing 80 miles 
in longitude and nearly 40 miles in latitude in the 
vicinity of Diana shoal, originally reported in 1852 as 
having a depth of 6 ft. on it, and as being situated in lat. 

.8° 40' N., long. 157°'20' W.

• TTje Penguin spent five days in the jearch, obtaining 
soundings of from 2,560 io 2,946 fathoms at' distances of 
7 to 10 miles apart, and observing no indication o f a Bhoal 
in any part of the locality.

In view of the above, and the fact that schooners have 
plied for many years between Honolulu and "Fanning 
island over the position of the shoal, and that it has not 
been seen since the first vague report, Diana shoal has 
been expunged from the Admiralty Charts.
