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Now know Yo that We, the said Governor, do hereby vary the said Proclamation and declare 
that the allotments of land marked A 501$-, A 50-i|, and B 504  ̂in preliminary plan No. 3,935, dated 
Thirtieth September, One thousand Eight hundred and Ninety-eight, and in the schedule hereto more 
fully described, shall bo excluded from and deemed to form no part of the village forest constituted 
by the aforesaid Proclamation of Thirtieth January, One thousand Eight hundred and Ninety-three, 
and We do in all other respects confirm the said Proclamation.
