NOTICE UNDER ORDINANCE No. { OF (897.

[An Ordinance relating to Claims to Forest, Chena, Waste, and Unoccupied Lands.]

HERIAS it appears to me, George Algernon Baumgartner, Acting Government Agent of the Province of Uva,

that the land mentioned in the schedule below, being land within the Province of Uva, is forest land which was
covered with primeval forest in July, 1896, and up till then unoccupied, I hereby declare that if no claim to such land
is made within a period of three months from the 9th day of June, 1897, such land shall be deemed the property of

the Crown, and may be dealt with on account of the Crown :— .
SCHEDULE.

- Migahatenna, 19 acres 2 roods in exfent, in Galigamuwa village in the division of Wellassa ; bounded on the north
by Migabatenna Crown property, south by Bulangollekele claimed by ('} Siatu, west by Migahatenna Crown property,

and east by Kohillandekele Crown property. » A

And all persons are hereby warned that it will not be lawful for any person from and after this date, without
my written consent, to acquire any right in or over any of the fore-mentioned land, or to enter therein or thereon, or
to form a plantation or make any clearing, or cut any tree upon such land until such land has been declared to be not

the property of the Crown. Breach of these provisions of the law is punishable criminally.
