[An Ordinance relating to Claims to Forest, Chena, Waste, and Unoccupied Lands,)

FTVAKE notice, that unless within three months from the 28th day of June, 1897, being the date of this notice,

the persons, if any, who claim any interest in the land commonly called or known as Palugahahena, situate in
the village Siyambalewa in Karambe pattu of Demala hatpattu, in the North-Western Province, containing in extent
b acres, and bounded as follows : on the north by high jungle and field ; on the south by low jungle (kanatta); on
the east by low jungle chena ; and on the west by field—appear before me at the Puttalam Kachcheri and make
claim to the.said land or to any portion thereof, or to.some interest therein :

I, Edward Thomas Noyes, Assistant Government Agent of Puttalam, in pursuance of the powers in me vested
by Ordinance No. 1 of 1897, will on the 28th day of September, 1897, beinggthe date on which this notice expires,
declare by writing under my hand that the said land is the property of the Grown.

And all persons are hereby warned that it will not be lawful for any person from and after this date, without
my written consent, to acquire any right in or over the fore-mentioned land, or to enter therein or thereon, or
to form a plantation or make any clearing, or cut any tree upon such land, until such land has been declared to be not

the property of the Crown. )
Breach of these provisions of the law is punishable criminally.
