[An Ordinance relating to Claims to Forest, Chena, Waste, and Unoccupied Lands.] 

TA K E notice, that unless within three months from the Twenty-ninth day of June, 1897, being the date of this 
notice, the persons, if any, who claim any interest in the land commonly called or known as Nidangalahena, 

situate in the village Warakapitiya in the Matara-Weligam korale, in the Southern Province, containing in extent 
about 53 acres, as described in the annexed sketch, and bounded as follows : on the north by Bandaravilla claimed by 
David Mendis Jayasooriya and others and canal said to have been cut by the Dutch Government (Goda-ela) ; on 
the east by Nidangalahena ; on the south by Tibbotuhena claimed by J. H . Illangakkon, wewa, and Kiragedeniya-
kele ; on the west by Kiragedeniya and Bandarawila claimed by David Mendis Jayasooriya—appear before me at 
the Matara Kachcheri and make claim to-the said land or to some interest therein v:
