[An Ordinance relating to Claims to Forest, Chena, Waste, and Unoccupied Lands.]

HEREAS it appears to me, Charles Russell Cumberland, Assistant Government Agent of Chilaw, that the
Iand heveinafter described is forest land, I do hereby, in pursuance of the powers vested in me by Ordinance
No. 1 of 1897, declare that if no claim to the said Iand be made to me at the Chilaw Kachcheri within three months
from the date of this notice, the said land shall be deemed the property of the Crown, and may be dealt with on
account of the Crown.
And I do further give notice that if no claim to the said land or any intevest therein is made to me as aforesaid,
Ifwill aé the expiration of the said threc months declare by writing under my haund that the said land is the property
of the Crown.

_And all persons are hereby warped that it will be an offence punishable eriminally for any person from and
after this date, withoub my written consent, to acquire any right in or over the above-mentioned land, or to enter
therein or thereon, or to form a plantation, or make any clearing, or cut any tree upon such land, until such land has
been declared to be not the property of the Crown. ° ,
