Is a Sinhalese o f the Chaliya caste ; religion, Buddhist; occupation, cultivator ; age, 23 years ^height, 5 ft. 
5f in. ; is well made ; complexion, dark brown ; nose and mouth,, ordinary teeth, regular ; eyes, hazel; hair, dark, 
cropped ; has two vaccine marks on right arm, 3 on left arm, 2 scars and boil marks on left side o f belly ; chest and 
belly, slightly hairy ; a scar on left hand above elbow, a scar on left elbow, two scars (one o f which is a- long 
narrow scar) on right elbow, a scar on left leg above ankle, and a boil mark on right kneecap ; birthplace and general 
residence, Negombo District, Alutkuru korale, Dunagaha pattuwa, and Palugahawela ; haunts Negombo District, 
Thambarawila, Demanhandiya, Kochchikade, and Palugahawela ; is unmarried ; is well known to the Village Sergeant 
o f Kowinna, Police Headman o f Eatuwelgama and to its villagers.

The prisoner was convicted o f house-breaking at Narana in Colombo District on February 8,1897 ; voluntarily 
causing grievous hurt at Galagedara on December 5, 1897 ; and theft at Kurunegala on December 19,1897; and was * 
undergoing sentences o f  6 months’ , 9 months’, and 7 years’ rigorous imprisonment,
