[An Ordinance relating to Claims to Forest, Chena, Waste, and Unoccupied Lands,}

T AKE notice, that unless within three months from the 23rd day of September, 1898, being the date- o f this notice, the

Olagampelahena, Maragahahena, Dalukgahahena, Anasigalahena alias  Anakkagahahena, Tennahena, Galkaduwehena, 
Dolehena, Puswelaheha, and Dummalagahahena, situate in the village of Dampahala in the.Morowak korale of the Matara 
District, in the Southern Province, containing in extent 203 aeres, as described in the annexed plan, and bounded as follows :
