INFORMATION DESIRED.

TO establish the identity of a man found murdered on December 27, 1903, bearing a gunshot wound on chest, on
the Metiyagane roadside, between the 15th and 16th mileposts, Kurnegala-Negombo road, answering to the
following deseription :—

The body is that of a low-country Sinhalese ; age, about 30 years ; height,about 5 ft. 6 in.; make, fairly
well nourished ; colour, dark brown ; teeth, betel stained ; the right upper canine tooth missing ; hair, black, about
20 in. long ; wears slight beard and moustaches ; the nails were absent at the big toes, they looked as if they were
naturally absent, and not by any aceident ; there were superficial skin incisions at the inner aspect of right thumb,
probably indicating that he was in the habit of using a knife for culinary purposes ; the corpse had two circular
scars in front of right leg; each of the size of a lemon ; there was a circular flesh sore about the size of a cent over the
left 'knee with a dry seeb on its surface ; the corpse had been brought from a distance in a cart. as certified by the
doctor, and left where it was found.
