Paddy : preparations are being made for yala cultivation.

Dry grain : no cultivation worth reporting.

Other products : the supply of vegetables was fair and prices were reasonable, but fruit was scarce and dear.

Prices of staple products : rice, Rs.3 to Rs. b a bushel ; cocoanuts, Rs. 30 to Rs. 44 a 1,000.

Rainfall : there was no rain during the month.

Remarks on harvest prospects generally : the dry weather has hindered preperations for the yala to some extent.

Observations on the health of the inbabitants : with the exception of a few cases of fever , measles, chickenpox,
and dysentery in some parts of the district, the health of the inhabitants was generally good. ‘
